MORN. PM-MAURITIUS VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will reach Port Louis this morning on a 
two-day State visit to Mauritius. In his departure statement, the Prime 
Minister said that Mauritius is a close maritime neighbour, a key partner in 
the Indian Ocean, and a gateway to the African Continent. Mr Modi said 
both nations are connected by history, geography and culture. He said 
deep mutual trust, a shared belief in the values of democracy, and 
celebration of diversity are the strengths of both countries. 
 The Prime Minister said he is looking forward to the opportunity to 
engage with the Mauritius leadership to elevate the partnership in all its 
facets and strengthen the enduring friendship for the progress and 
prosperity of peoples, as well as for security and development in the Indian 
Ocean Region. He expressed confidence that this visit will build on the 
foundations of the past and open a new and bright chapter in the India 
and Mauritius relationship. 
 Mr Modi will visit the Sir Seewoosagur Ramgoolam Botanical Garden 
today to pay tribute to Sir Seewoosagur Ramgoolam and Sir Anerood 
Jugnauth. He will also plant a sapling in this complex. After this, the Prime 
Minister will meet President Dharam Gokul. Mr Modi will participate in a 



community event this evening. A large number of people of Indian origin 
living in Mauritius will be present on this occasion. Later, Mr Modi will meet 
his Mauritius counterpart Navin Chandra Ramgoolam.  
 Prime Minister Modi will attend the National Day celebrations of 
Mauritius tomorrow as the Chief Guest. A contingent of Indian Defence 
Forces will participate in the celebrations along with a ship from the Indian 
Navy.  Several pacts in areas of maritime security, capacity building and 
trade are likely to be signed during the visit.

Advance Estimates of production of Major Agricultural Crops  for the year 
2024-25. The estimated Kharif food grain production stands at 
approximately one thousand 664 lakh metric tons, while Rabi food grain 
production is projected to exceed one thousand 645 lakh metric tons. 

 Kharif rice production is estimated at over one thousand 206 lakh 
metric tons, marking an increase from around one thousand 132 LMT in 
2023-24. Production of tur and gram is estimated at 35.11 lakh metric tons 
and 115.35 lakh metric tons, respectively.  

 Releasing the data on major agricultural crops, Union Minister of 
Agriculture and Farmers' Welfare Shivraj Singh Chouhan said that under 
the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the Central Government is 
continuously working towards the development of the agricultural sector.

  In his speech to Congress last week, Trump said that he would 
acquire Greenland “one way or the other”. And yesterday, he appealed to 
Greenlanders directly by reiterating his invitation to join the US and 



pledging to “invest billions of dollars to create new jobs for them.

REV RS - RAILWAY AMENDMENT BILL 
        Parliament has passed the Railways (Amendment) Bill 2024 
with the Rajya Sabha approving it today. The bill seeks to amend 
the Railways Act 1989 and intended to enhance the power of the 
Railways Board and enhance the functioning and independence of 



the body. Lok Sabha has already given its nod to this Railways 
(Amendment) Bill 2024 last year. 
        Replying to a discussion on the Bill, Railways Minister 
Ashwini Vaishnaw said, Indian railway is undergoing continuous 
reforms focussing on infrastructure modernisation, technology 
adoption and improves safety. He said, in the last 11 years, 34 
thousand new railway tracks have been laid down and 45 
thousand kilometres of tracks have been electrified. Mr Vaishnaw 
said the government has accorded high priority to railway and 
passenger safety. He said, during the UPA regime only eight to ten 
thousand crore rupees was allocated towards safety measures but 
in the Modi government over one lakh crore rupees is being 
invested in this aspect. The Minister said, unmanned railway 
crossings have been completely eliminated. Mr Vaishnaw 
highlighted that the annual rail accidents have come down 
significantly from 171 incidents to 30. He said that the 
government is not satisfied with this improvement and is taking 
more steps to curb it. He also talked about LHB coaches, fog 
safety devices and anti-collision device KAVACH. 
        The Minister also rejected the opposition allegation saying 
that the Modi government believes in cooperative federalism and 
lots of projects are being executed in cooperation with the state 
government. 
 To a question on a recent incident at New Delhi railway 
stations, Mr Vaishnaw said, the probe in the matter is going on 
and the matter should not be politicised. The Minister rejected the 
allegation of opposition members saying that the CCTV cameras 
were not switched off after the New Delhi stampede. He said, to 
prevent such incidents in future, the Ministry will set up a 
permanent holding area at 60 railway stations across the country. 
Mr Vaishnaw informed that as a pilot project, the work on five 
railway stations namely New Delhi, Anand Vihar, Varanasi, 
Ayodhya and Ghaziabad has begun.   
 Earlier, initiating the discussion on the bill, Vivek K Tankha of 
Congress said that Indian railways carry not only just passengers but the 
hopes, dreams and struggle of billions of people. He said, for the growth of 
the railways it is necessary to grant full autonomy to the Railway board and 
railway should become a transparent organisation. Mr Tankha also 
demanded to restore the subsidies in Railways for senior citizens and 
journalists. Supporting the Bill, BJP MP Subhash Barala said, the aim of this 
bill is to make the administrative functioning of Railways more smooth, 



transparent and accountable. He said, the bill intends to grant legal 
backing to the railway board which will bring comprehensive changes in 
the railway.  Sushmita Dev of Trinamool Congress said the priority of the 
government should ensure safety and security of passengers. Members 
from other political parties took part in the discussion.<>
