In US, The Trump administration has asked the Supreme Court to
allow restrictions on birthright citizenship to partly take effect while legal
fights continue.

The policy, signed by President Trump early in his second term,
denies citizenship to children born after February 19 if their parents are in
the U.S. illegally. It also prevents government agencies from issuing or
accepting documents recognizing their citizenship.

Earlier, Lower courts in Maryland, Massachusetts, and Washington
blocked the order, and three appeals courts rejected the administration’s
requests. Now, the case is before the Supreme Court.<>

UKRAINE CEASEFIRE

Russian President Vladimir Putin has expressed conditional support
for a US proposed 30-day ceasefire in Ukraine, emphasizing the need for
detailed discussions to ensure it leads to lasting peace. In a news
conference in Moscow today, Putin highlighted concerns about potential
violations of the truce and the possibility of Ukraine using the ceasefire
period to mobilize and rearm its forces. Putin also noted that while the US
has persuaded Ukraine to accept the ceasefire, Ukraine's interest stems
from the current battlefield situation, particularly regarding Ukrainian
troops in Russia's Kursk region. He questioned whether these troops would
withdraw without conflict.

Putin also expressed gratitude to US President Donald Trump for his
attention to resolve the conflict and acknowledged the efforts of leaders
from India, China, Brazil, and South Africa in seeking to end the hostilities.
He reiterated Russia's stance against involving NATO member countries as
peacekeepers to monitor any potential truce.<>

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NAXALS SURRENDER



Seventeen Naxalites, nine of them collectively carrying cash rewards
of Rs 24 lakh on their heads, surrendered in Chhattisgarh's Bijapur district
today. A senior police official said, the cadres, including a couple, turned
themselves in before senior police and Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF)
officials in Bijapur. Bijapur Senior Superintendent of Police Jitendra Kumar
Yadav said, the surrendered Naxalites cited disappointment with the hollow
and inhuman Maoist ideology, exploitation of innocent tribals by senior
cadres and increasing influence of security forces. They were also
impressed with the 'Niya Nellanar' (your good village) scheme under which
security forces and administration have been striving to provide basic
amenities and carry out development works in interior areas, he said. All
the surrendered Naxalites were active in different capacities in the
Gangaloor area committee of the outlawed Maoist organisation, he said.
Six of the surrendered cadres carried a bounty of Rs 1 lakh each on, he
said. District Reserve Guard, Bastar Fighters, Special Task Force, CRPF and
its elite unit CoBRA (Commando Battalion for Resolute Action) played a
crucial role in the surrender of these Naxalites, Yadav said.<>
