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MUMBAI- GOLD SEIZED

Mumbai Customs has seized over 10 kg of gold worth Rs 8.47 crore
in four operations at the international airport here and arrested five
individuals, including three private airport staff members, officials said on
Monday. The seizures took place between 13 and 15 March, with some of
the accused concealing the precious metal in their clothing and
undergarments, they said. Providing details of the operations, a Customs
official stated that a private staff member at Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj
International Airport was intercepted, and six oval-shaped capsules
containing 2.8 kg of 24-karat gold dust in wax form, valued at Rs 2.27
crore, were found hidden in his trouser pockets. The individual was
subsequently arrested under the Customs Act, the official added.
