India has reiterated that Jammu and Kashmir will always be an
integral part of the country and strongly condemned Pakistan for its



“repeated references” to the region during a United Nations debate on
peacekeeping reforms.

Speaking at the UN Security Council, India’s Permanent Representative to
the UN, Ambassador Parvathaneni Harish, called Pakistan’s remarks
“unwarranted” and reaffirmed that Jammu and Kashmir “was, is, and will
always be an integral part of India.” He also stated that Pakistan continues
to illegally occupy a part of Jammu and Kashmir and must vacate it. He
emphasized that such repeated references neither validate Pakistan’s illegal
claims nor justify its state-sponsored cross-border terrorism.

REV: US VISIT TO INDIA FOR TRADE TALKS

A delegation of officials from the United States will visit India today for
trade talks with Indian officials. The visit comes against the backdrop of
U.S. President Donald Trump’s plan to impose reciprocal tariffs on various
countries, including India. This visit by U.S. trade officials gains significance
as these tariffs are expected from April 2, raising concerns among Indian
exporters. As India and the U.S. engage in discussions to resolve tariff-
related issues and finalize a framework for a bilateral trade pact, India has
a clear expectation that the Trump administration may exempt it from the
proposed reciprocal tariffs. In another development that could



significantly impact India’s energy sector, U.S. President Donald
Trump has threatened a 25% tariff on countries importing oil and
gas from Venezuela. This move is seen as a fresh challenge to
India’s oil import diversification strategy amid rising geopolitical
uncertainties.

NAGALAND-PM SURYA GHAR MUFT BIJLI YOJANA

The Nagaland government will set up a Solar Mission Team at the
Directorate level and a Solar Mission Cell at the Secretariat level to oversee
the implementation of the PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana.

The initiative aims to facilitate the installation of rooftop solar panels in
residential households across Nagaland. This decision was taken during the
first meeting of the Nagaland Solar Mission, held in Kohima on March 24.

The PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana, the world’s largest domestic rooftop
solar initiative, was launched by Prime Minister Narendra Modi on February
13, 2024. This scheme aims to provide free electricity to one crore
households by March 2027 through the installation of rooftop solar
systems.

Under the scheme, eligible households will receive substantial subsidies for
installing rooftop solar systems. To further support the national green
energy transition, the Nagaland State Government will provide additional
subsidies, further reducing the cost burden on residents. As a result, the
total subsidy for rooftop solar installation will reach up to 96 percent for
systems up to 2 kW and 85 percent for systems up to 3 kW, making solar
energy more accessible and affordable for the people of Nagaland.
