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AMIT SHAH — IMMIGRATION: Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that
those who pose a threat to national security will not be allowed to enter India.
Replying to a debate on The Immigration and Foreigners Bill, 2025, he said
whether it is Rohingya or Bangladeshis, if they come to India to create unrest,
strict action will be taken against them. Mr Shah said that the country is not a
‘Dharamshala’ (public resthouse) where anyone can stay as they wish. The Home
Minister said, for the security of the country, the Government must know who is
entering the country, for how long and for what reasons. He said, these concepts
are not new, such rights have been mentioned in various laws and the
government has now integrated them. Mr Shah said, with the Immigration and
Foreigners Bill, the government will establish a detailed and structured system to
track every foreigner entering the country. He said, this will help in developing
the nation and monitor those coming for business. The Home Minister said, it will
also allow the government to keep a sharp eye on individuals who may pose a
threat to the security. Earlier, initiating the discussion, Manish Tewari of
Congress opposed the bill alleging that the bill is against the constitution. He
said, immigration officers have been given power, which can lead to harassment
of people. Mr Tewari stressed on the need to bring in safeguard provisions in the
bill. He demanded that the bill be sent to Joint Parliamentary committee for more
scrutiny. The Bill was later passed by the Lok Sabha. The Bill is intended to
modernise the immigration laws and it has provisions to confer upon the Central
Government certain powers with regard to passports, travel documents, visa and
registration. The legislation has been brought to avoid multiplicity and
overlapping of laws.

PM - JAPAN DELEGATION: Prime Minister Narendra Modi yesterday met a
high-powered delegation from the Japan Association of Corporate Executives led
by its chairperson, Takeshi Niinami, in New Delhi, for their views and ideas to
deepen economic cooperation between India and Japan. The discussion covered
strengthening bilateral trade, enhancing investment opportunities, and fostering
collaboration in key sectors such as agriculture, marine products, space, defense,
insurance, technology, infrastructure, civil aviation, clean energy, nuclear energy,
and MSME partnership. During the meeting, the Prime Minister highlighted the
India-Japan Special Strategic and Global Partnership and reaffirmed India’s
determination to provide a business-friendly environment.

ISRO - ROLLING EXPERIMENT (WITH V/C): The Indian Space Research
Organisation (ISRO) has successfully completed the Rolling experiment as part of
its Space Docking Experiment (SpaDeX) mission. Confirming this, ISRO chairman
V Narayanan said that ISRO will need to dock in various conditions, some of
which will be attempted as part of the current mission. _"The  "Rolling” or




'‘Rotating” experiment, involves circumnavigation of one of the
satellites to verify control over satellite maneuvering. The experiment
will help ISRO understand what it takes to bring an object to a desired
spot from different orientations for docking. It will also help ISRO
learn whether docking could be done vertically and so on. This
experiment, crucial for future missions like Chandrayaan-4, will
provide valuable data and help ISRO validate multiple software and
ground station control. Earlier on March 13, ISRO had successfully
completed the undocking of two satellites as a part of the SpaDEx
mission. The achievement marked a significant milestone in India’s
space exploration journey. ISRO Chairman V Narayanan said, ISRO will

conduct more docking as part of SpaDeX.

Us- WTO

The United States has halted its contributions to the World Trade
Organization (WTO) as part of a broader effort by President Donald Trump's
administration to cut government spending. The move is in line with Trump's
"America First" economic policies, which have led to reduced U.S. engagement
with global institutions. His administration has previously withdrawn from the
World Health Organization (WHO) and reduced funding for other international
organizations. The WTO, had an annual budget of 205 million Swiss francs in
2024, with the U.S. responsible for about 11 per cent.

Key European leaders took part in the 4th Peace and Security Meeting for
Ukraine in Paris, France. In a post meeting press conference, Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy said that all the particiapting countries supported that there
would be no lifting of any sanctions against Russia until the war ends in a just
peace. President of the European Commission Ursula von der Leyen said
that the summit was another demonstration of European unity. In a video



message, she said that there was a broad discussion on supporting Ukraine
financially and military wise.
