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ALLAHABAD HC - TRANSFER

In Uttar Pradesh, in a major administrative reshuffle, the Allahabad
High Court has transferred 582 judicial officers. The transferred officers
include 236 Additional District and Sessions Judges, 207 Civil Judges
(Senior Division), and 139 Civil Judges (Junior Division). The order for the
Annual Transfer-2025 was issued last evening by Satish Kumar Pushkar,
Joint Registrar of the Allahabad High Court. All transferred judges have
been directed to join their new postings immediately.

Kanpur saw the highest number of transfers, with 13 judges
reassigned. Besides, 11 judges from Aligarh and five from Bareilly have
also been transferred.

THAILAND - CHINESE DETAINED

In Thailand, authorities have detained four Chinese nationals for
unlawfully entering the site of a collapsed under construction high-rise in
Bangkok following the powerful Friday earthquake. Police revealed that
they were attempting to remove 32 files of documents from the site, which
is now under investigation due to its connection to a Chinese-backed
construction firm.

The 30-storey building crumbled within seconds during the 7.7-
magnitude earthquake. Following the earthquake, the Bangkok Governor
declared the site a disaster zone and restricted unauthorised access.

Thailand has confirmed that the death toll has reached 18 and 32
injured, with 82 people missing following the powerful earthquake.

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PM - CHHATTISGARH

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has launched projects worth 33
thousand 700 crore rupees in Chhattisgarh. Addressing a public meeting
gathering in Bilaspur, Mr Modi said that these initiatives will create
thousands of jobs and accelerate state's economic development.

MYANMAR QUAKE

The World Health Organization (WHO) has classified the Myanmar
earthquake as a top-level emergency and urgently sought 8 million US
Dollars to save lives and prevent disease outbreaks over the next month.
Due to limited medical facilities, many injured people face infection risks.
WHO has already sent nearly three tons of medical supplies to hospitals in
Nay Pyi Taw and Mandalay. Several countries, including India, have sent
emergency teams and supplies.

The 7.7-magnitude earthquake, which struck near Mandalay on
Friday, caused extensive destruction and left more than 1,700 dead and
3,400 injured. Over 300 people are missing persons. The death toll in
Myanmar is expected to rise as rescue teams reach remote areas.

The disaster has also affected neighboring Thailand, where at least
18 people have died and 32 people were injured and 82 still unaccounted.

In Nepal, the National Assembly (NA) meeting scheduled for Sunday
was postponed until 11:15 a.m. on Monday. The federal parliament
secretariat shared this information through a notice. Earlier, the National
Assembly meeting was postponed thrice on Sunday. Opposition lawmakers
have been obstructing the parliament, demanding a reply from the Prime
Minister on why he sacked the Managing Director, Kulman Ghising, at the
Nepal Electricity Authority. Kulman Ghising was sacked on March 25 and
Hitendra Man Shakya was appointed as new Executive Director of the
Nepal Electricity Authority (NEA). His oath was administered by Energy
Minister Deepak Khadka on March 26. The newly appointed Executive
Director of NEA Hitendradev Shakya registered a writ in the Supreme Court
to settle his 3-and-a-half-year-old case and seek service facilities for that



period. Kulman Ghising has even approached the Supreme Court following
his dismissal as the Managing Director of the Nepal Electricity Authority.
