President Donald Trump has announced that the long-threatened 25
percent tariffs on imports from Canada and Mexico will take effect today.

USA-UKRAINE AID

US President Donald Trump has suspended military aid to Ukraine. A
White House official reportedly told media that President Trump has been
clear that US is focused on peace and needs its partners to be committed
to that goal as well. According to reports, the official said, US is pausing



and reviewing aid to ensure that it is contributing to a solution.

The move comes just days after a stunning public spat between
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky and President Trump and his
deputy at the White House. The development is expected to escalate
pressure on Ukraine to agree to peace negotiations with Russia.

Yesterday, Trump said, such a pause had not yet been discussed, but
did not rule it out. He also suggested that Zelensky won't be around very
long without a ceasefire deal with Moscow.

The US has been the biggest source of military aid to Ukraine,
including weapons, equipment and financial support, since Russia launched
a full-scale invasion three years ago.

J&K - LOK SABHA ELECTIONS



The Election Commission of India (ECI) had recognized the services
of Chief Secretary, J&K Atal Dulloo, for successful holding of elections for
the 18th Lok Sabha in Jammu and Kashmir. Akashvani Jammu
Correspondent reports that the Chief Secretary was presented with a
‘Certificate of Exemplary Leadership’ signed by Chief Election Commissioner
and two of the Election Commissioners. 58.11 percent polling was recorded
for the first time for the general elections held since 1989 across the UT
which was over 14 per cent more than that of the elections of 2019 during
which the overall percentage of polling was just around 44 per cent. For
this purpose, 11 thousand and 629 polling stations had been established
and 80 thousand and 724 polling personnel had been trained and made
available to ECI for holding of elections across Jammu and Kashmir. These
were the first general elections of the J&K after its reorganization in the
year 2019.
