PARL- ADJOURN

Both the Houses of Parliament today witnessed ruckus by BJP MPs over the issue of
reservation to a particular minority group in public contracts in Karnataka and over
reported remarks on change of constitution for this quota by State Deputy Chief Minister
DK Shivakumar. The Rajya Sabha has been adjourned till 2 PM while the Lok Sabha till
Noon over the issue.

In the morning, when the Upper House assembled for the day, treasury bench
members started protesting over the issue. Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju
racked up Mr. Shivakumar's reported remarks on constitutional change. He alleged that
the Congress has lowered the prestige of Babasaheb Ambedkar's Constitution by bringing
reservation to a particular minority group. He demanded the resignation of the Deputy
Chief Minister.

Leader of the House JP Nadda also accused Congress of undermining the
Constitution through this move. He said, Dr. BR Ambedkar was against the religion based
reservation in the country.

Reacting to it, Leader of Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge said, nobody can change
the Constitution drafted by Dr. BR Ambedkar and no one can end the reservation. He
accused BJP of undermining the constitution. As uproar prevailed, Chairman Jagdeep
Dhankhar adjourned the House till 2 PM.

In the Lok Sabha, when the House met for the day, treasury bench members
created a noisy scene over the same issue. Samajwadi Party MPs entered the House with
placards protesting the incidents of crime against women in Uttar Pradesh. Speaker Om



Birla objected to the displaying of placards in the House and termed it against the rule
and decorum of the Lower House. He also warned them of action. But Samajwadi Party
members continued with their protest. BJP Members were also on their feet over the
issue of reservation to a particular minority group in Karnataka. The Speaker urged the
agitating members to allow the House to take up the Question Hour but they did not pay
heed leading to adjournment of the Lok Sabha till 12 Noon.

CBI- SUSHANT SINGH DEATH CASE

The Central Bureau of Investigation, CBI has closed the Sushant Singh Rajput's
death case, more than four years after the actor was found hanging in his apartment in
Mumbai under mysterious circumstances. The CBI has ruled out any foul play in his
death, as suspected by the family. The death of a 34 year old actor was shrouded in
conspiracy theories including him being a victim of an alleged culture of nepotism in
Bollywood. The senior investigation officer said, after an extensive investigation of the
case the agency has not found any foul play. He said, therefore, a closure report was filed
in two related cases before a special court in Mumbai.

The report effectively gives a clean chit to actress Rhea Chakraborty and her family
members, who were accused by Rajput’s family of driving their son to suicide and
embezzling his funds.

The court has fixed April 8 for hearing the matter and further orders.
