The resistance 
forces have already captured many key trading points along the borders 
with India, China and Bangladesh. Myanmar is one of India's strategic 
neighbours, and it shares a 1,640 kilometre-long border with a number of 
northeastern states, including militancy-hit Nagaland and Manipur.

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WILDFIRES - KOREA 
     At least 18 people have been killed and 19 injured as South Korea's 
wildfires continue to ravage the country's southeast. According to the latest 
numbers from the Ministry of the Interior and Safety, more than 23,000 
people have been evacuated and hundreds of structures damaged, with 
strong winds fuelling the blaze. Several heritage cultural sites have also 
been affected, including a 1,300-year-old Buddhist temple that was 
destroyed, while other national treasures are being relocated. Thousands 
of firefighters and about 5,000 military personnel have been deployed to 
contain multiple blazes, including helicopters from the US military stationed 
in Korea. About 17,000 hectares of forest have also been destroyed, 
making the fires the third largest in South Korea's history in terms of area. 
In a statement, acting president Han Duck-soo said the fires are rewriting 
the record books for the worst wildfires in Korea's history. 

         The wildfires first broke out last week in Sancheong County, in the 
country's southeast, but have now spread to the neighbouring cities of 
Uiseong, Andong, Cheongsong, Yeongyang and Yeongdeok

ILO - SOCIAL SECURITY: India’s social security coverage has seen a 
significant rise. According to International Labour Organization (ILO), 
India’s social security coverage has doubled from 24.4 percent in 2021 to 
48.8 percent in 2024. Citing the ILO World Social Security Report 2024-26, 
Union Minister for Labour and Employment Mansukh Mandaviya highlighted 
the progress made in expanding social security benefits across the 
workforce. He emphasized the government’s commitment to skilling and 
empowering India’s youth, ensuring that their talent makes a global 
impact. Dr Mandaviya was speaking at the post-budget webinar on 
‘Investing in People.’ Highlighting employment initiatives, Mr Mandaviya 
revealed that 17.1 crore jobs were created between 2014 and 2024, with 
4.6 crore generated in the past year alone. He said, the unemployment 
rate has declined from 6 percent in 2017-18 to 3.2 percent in 2023-24, 
while female workforce participation has seen a notable increase from 22 
percent to 40.3 percent. Mr Mandaviya attributed these achievements to 
the government’s progressive policies aimed at fostering economic growth 
and social security.
