          The search operation to locate seven persons trapped inside the partially 
collapsed Srisailam Left Bank Canal (SLBC) since February 22 gathered pace with 
teams and equipment went inside the tunnel today. An autonomous hydraulic-
powered robot is being used to remove soil, along with equipment such as a 30 HP 
capacity liquid ring vacuum pump and a vacuum tank machine, which facilitate the 
quick removal of soil and other debris inside the tunnel, accelerating the search 
operation. Approximately 620 cubic meters of soil and muck can be removed from 
the tunnel per hour using a conveyor belt. Teams from the Army, National Disaster 
Response Force, State Disaster Response Force, human remains detection dogs 
(HRDD), state-run miner Singareni Collieries, a Hyderabad-based robotics 
company, and other agencies have been actively involved in the mission.The 
search operation has been ongoing round-the-clock, including de - watering 
efforts.

KISHAN REDDY: 
          Union Minister and Telangana BJP President G Kishan Reddy has criticised 
Tamil Nadu Chief Minister MK Stalin and the DMK party for engaging in divisive 
politics over the past two months. He accused them of falsely alleging that the 
central government is conspiring against South India. Addressing the media in 
Hyderabad today, he condemned the DMK's announcement of a meeting with 
prominent South Indian figures as politically motivated and driven by 
malice.Reddy criticised the DMK and Congress for their stance on the National 
Education Policy and parliamentary constituency delimitation, calling it a 
reflection of political Dankruptcy. He claimed that DMK and Congress arevstaging 
political dramas to divert attention of the people who are in dissatisfaction with 
corruption, exploitation, and the authoritarian tendencies of the Stalin family. 
Reddy emphasized that the National Education Policy (NEP) was not a recent 
development and   was introduced by the Congress-led government in 1986 when 
the DMK was allied with them, yet it faced no opposition then. Likewise The 
three-language formula was also introduced during the British era and later 
strengthened during the Congress regime by the Kothari Committee. Modi did not 
invent this policy, he stated. He asserted that the Prime Minister had never forced 
Hindi on any State.
