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PM PODCAST

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has emphasised that the world listens whenever India
speaks of peace because it is the land of Gautam Budhha and Mahatma Gandhi. In a podcast
with AI researcher and podcaster Lex Fridman, Mr Modi said Indians espouse harmony and
stand for peace. Replying to a question on the Russia-Ukraine conflict, Mr Modi stressed that
resolution to the conflict will come only when both nations come to the negotiating table. He
said Ukraine may hold countless discussions with their allies but it will bear no fruit unless both
parties are included in the discussions. He also added that the current situation provides an
opportunity for meaningful and productive talks between Russia and Ukraine. On India-China
relations, Mr Modi said both nations have ancient cultures and civilisations and the relationship
between the two countries is not new. He pointed out that together, India and China have
contributed to the global good in some way. He added that there is no real history of conflict
between India and China in earlier centuries. He opined that strong relations between India and
China should continue in the future. Prime Minister Modi noted that differences do exists
between neighbouring countries and occasional disagreements are bound to happen. He said
the focus is to ensure that difference do not turn to disputes.

edition of Raisina Dialogue 2025 in New Delhi tomorrow. Prime Minister of New Zealand,
Christopher Luxon, will join the inaugural session as the Chief Guest, and deliver the keynote
address.

Tanks, and Youth. Over 3500 participants will be joining the Dialogue in-person, and the
proceedings will be viewed by millions across the world on various digital platforms. The Raisina
Dialogue is India’s premier conference on geopolitics and geoeconomics committed to
addressing the most challenging issues facing the global community. Every year, leaders in
politics, business, media, and civil society converge in New Delhi to discuss the state of the
world and explore opportunities for cooperation on a wide range of contemporary matters.

EVE NEW ZEALAND PM VISIT: Prime Minister of New Zealand Christopher Luxon

He is accompanied by
a high-level delegation, including Ministers, senior officials, businesses, media and
members of the Indian diaspora community. Prime Minister Luxon was received by
Minister of State for Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Prof. SP Singh
Baghel at the airport.

He will also call on
President Droupadi Murmu at the Rashtrapati Bhawan.

Prime Minister Luxon will also visit Mumbai where he will have interactions with business
leaders. This visit of the Prime Minister of New Zealand aims to strengthen the bilateral
relationship between both the countries, reaffirming their commitment to deepen ties across all
sectors and foster people-to-people connections.

INDIA NEW ZEALAND FTA: India and New Zealand have announced the launch of

negotiations for a comprehensive and mutually beneficial Free Trade Agreement (FTA)
negotiations. This significant step was marked by a meeting between Union Minister for
Commerce and Industry Piyush Goyal and Minister for Trade and Investment of New Zealand
Todd McClay in New Delhi today. In a social media post, Mr Goyal said that this marks a
significant milestone in the bilateral partnership, reflecting shared vision to deepen trade ties
and expand economic opportunities between the two countries. He added that the bilateral



trade continues to grow steadily and has surpassed one billion US dollars during April 2024 to
January 2025.

PAKISTAN ARMY ATTACKED

At least 12 Pakistani soldiers were killed and over 26 injured after a bus carrying Frontier
Constabulary (FC) soldiers came under heavy gunfire in the Rakshani Mill area on the N-40
highway in Noshki, Balochistan province. Following the attack, emergency measures were
enforced in hospitals, and ambulances were seen moving in and out of the FC headquarters.

The Baloch Liberation Army (BLA) has claimed responsibility for the deadly attack on the
army convoy and claimed that at least 90 military personnel have been killed so far. Pakistani
authorities have not yet responded to the BLA’s latest claims.

MASTERS LEAGUE T20 - FINAL

In the International Masters League T20, the Sachin Tendulkar led India Masters will
lock horns with Brian Lara's West Indies Masters in the final clash at the Shaheed Veer Narayan
Singh International Stadium in Raipur this evening. The match is scheduled to begin at 07:30
PM. In the first semi-final, Indian Masters defeated Australia Masters by 94 runs, while West
Indies Masters outclassed Sri Lanka Masters by just 6 runs in the second semi-final. Considering
the league stage, Indian Masters were second in the table with four wins and a loss in five
matches. On the other hand, West Indies Masters finished fourth in the table with three wins in
five matches.
