Prime Minister Narendra Modi replied to the
Motion of Thanks on President’s address in both the Houses. The
Lok Sabha had recorded 112 per cent productivity during the first
part.

CANADA - NEW PM

Former central banker Mark Carney will become Canada’s next Prime
Minister after the governing Liberal Party elected him as its leader. He will
be sworn in as Prime Minister in the coming days. Carney, 59, replaces
Prime Minister Justin Trudeau, who announced his resignation in January.

Carney previously served as the Governor of the Bank of Canada and
later he became the first non-citizen to lead the Bank of England in 2013.
His leadership comes at a critical time, as Canada grapples with US
President Donald Trump’s trade war and threats of annexation, and a
federal election looms. In his acceptance speech, Carney said that Canada
faces dark days, brought on by a country they can no longer trust. He also
pledged to maintain retaliatory tariffs on US goods until Americans show
respect.

CHAMPIONS TROPHY - FINAL

In Cricket, Team India etched their name in history, lifting the ICC
Champions Trophy for a record third time after a commanding victory over
New Zealand by four wickets in the grand finale at the Dubai International
Cricket Stadium last night. As the sun dipped below the horizon, the Dubai
International Cricket Stadium transformed into a sea of blue, with roaring
Indian fans illuminating the night. Under the dazzling floodlights, the Men
in Blue delivered a performance worthy of champions. The atmosphere
reached feverish pitch as Ravindra Jadeja struck the winning shot, sending
the crowd into a frenzy of jubilation. KL Rahul remained unbeaten on 34
runs while Ravindra Jadeja made a crucial contribution of 9 runs at the toe
end of the innings. India had previously won the tournament in 2002 and
2013.

Chasing a target of 252 runs in the summit clash, India achieved it
with an over to spare. India began their chase aggressively, but New
Zealand struck back with disciplined bowling. The pitch remained on the
slower side, with the ball gripping and stopping, making stroke play
challenging. Skipper Rohit Sharma was declared Player of the Match and
New Zealand player Rachin Ravindra was declared Player of the Series. For
New Zealand, Mitchell Santner and Michael Bracewell took two wickets
each while Kyle Jamieson and Rachin Ravindra claimed a wicket each.

The opening pair of Rohit Sharma and Shubman Gill provided a
blistering start, stitching together a 105-run partnership for the first wicket.
World No. 1 batter Shubman Gill fought hard for his 31 before Glenn
Phillips took a stunning catch at extra cover. Soon after, star batter Virat
Kohli was trapped LBW by Michael Bracewell for just one run. Rohit, who



got off the blocks quickly, registered his first fifty of the championship but
was eventually stumped for 76 after New Zealand built pressure with a
series of dot balls. The duo of Axar Patel and Shreyas Iyer offered
resistance after a few tight overs in between. Iyer eventually got out for 48
runs to Rachin Ravindra, trying to keep up with the run rate. While, Axar
contributed with the cameo of 29 runs, before falling to Bracewell. Hardik
Pandya also contributed with a quickfire 18 before getting out. After that, it
was merely a formality as India wrapped up the match in no time, securing
a memorable victory.

Earlier, opting to bat in spin-friendly conditions, New Zealand managed to
score 251 for 7 in their allotted 50 overs. For New Zealand, Daryl Mitchell
steadied the innings with a crucial 63-run knock. Towards the end, Michael
Bracewell provided a late flourish with a quickfire, unbeaten 51 off 39
deliveries. For India, Varun Chakaravarthy and Kuldeep Yadav claimed two
wickets each.

Earlier, the Black Caps got off to a flying start, but Indian spinners
pulled things back by taking wickets at regular intervals. Varun got the
breakthrough wicket for Men in Blue, dismissing Will Young, who was given
out LBW. Later, Kuldeep struck immediately, taking the crucial wicket of
Rachin Ravindra, the tournament’s double-centurion, with a googly on the
very first ball of his spell. He then backed it up by dismissing former New
Zealand skipper Kane Williamson, who was caught and bowled. Ravindra
Jadeja joined the party, trapping Tom Latham LBW. Varun then clean
bowled Phillips when New Zealand were looking to up the ante.
Mohammed Shami then dismissed Mitchell in the death overs, while New
Zealand skipper Mitchell Santner was run out while attempting a quick
double. However, Bracewell’s power-hitting helped New Zealand push their
total past 250. Meanwhile, New Zealand’s key batter, Kane Williamson,
remained off the field in the second innings due to a quadriceps strain he
suffered while batting. The triumph marked India’s second ICC trophy in as
many years, following their T20 World Cup victory last year, further
cementing their dominance on the global stage.

MP-TIGER RESERVE

Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister Mohan Yadav will inaugurate the

state’s ninth tiger reserve - Madhav National Park - by releasing a tiger and



tigress today. The Chief Minister will also inaugurate a 13-kilometre-long
stone safety wall inside the park. In a statement, Mr. Yadav expressed
gratitude to Prime Minister Narendra Modi for gifting the state its ninth
tiger reserve, which will be the 58th such protected park for the striped big
cats in the country. He said that the tiger reserve, located in Shivpuri
district, will promote wildlife conservation and tourism. He said, this is a
major achievement of Madhya Pradesh in the field of wildlife conservation.
The national park now has five tigers. With the release of two more tigers
today, the total number of big cats in this reserve will increase to seven.

As per the report ‘Status of Tigers: Co-predators & Prey in India-2022’,
released by the National Tiger Conservation Authority and Wildlife Institute
of India, Madhya Pradesh has the highest number of tigers in the country
at 785, followed by Karnataka 563 and Uttarakhand 560.

IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at
isolated places over Jammu-Kashmir,Ladakh, Gilgit, Baltistan and
Muzaffarabad today. According to IMD, thunderstorms with lightning are
expected over Himachal Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Karaikal.
The weather body also predicted heat wave conditions over Konkan, Goa,
and Gujarat during the next two days.
