He said important steps
have been taken to promote manufacturing and exports in the Budget. The Prime
Minister also said that consistency and the assurance of reforms have brought new
confidence to the industry.

She said, availability of excellent education in the higher
education institutions would decrease the tendency to study abroad. President Murmu
said, the young talent would be better utilized in nation building. She said, India is
moving towards becoming the third largest economy in the world and being self-reliant
is the hallmark of a truly developed, large and strong economy. The President said,
self-reliance based on research and innovation would strengthen the enterprises and
economy and such research and innovation should get every possible support. She
highlighted that in developed economies, the academia-industry interface appears
strong. President Murmu said, due to continuous exchange between the industry and
higher education institutions, research work remains linked to the needs of the
economy and society. She urged the heads of institutions of higher learning to make
institutional efforts to have continuous discussions with senior people of industrial
institutions in mutual interest. The President said that this would benefit the teachers
and students doing research work. She also told them that connecting the laboratories
of educational institutions with local, regional, national and global needs should be
their priority. The President said that it is imperative and challenging to have an
education system that is system-based and flexible according to the special talents and
needs of the students. She said, in this context, there is a need to remain constantly
alert and active. President Murmu said, appropriate changes should continue to take
place based on experience and empowering students should be the objective of such
changes. The President said that a nation becomes strong and developed only on the
strength of characterful, sensible and capable youth. She said, in educational
institutions, the character, prudence and capability of the young students are
developed. She expressed confidence that the heads of institutions of higher learning
would achieve the proud ideals of higher education and would present a bright future
to the young children of Mother India.

NITI AAYOG-JANAUSHADHI : NITI Aayog Member VK Paul has said that the
government is working on a campaign to spread awareness about the Janaushadhi
centres. Talking to media about the Upcoming Janaushadhi diwas, he said that Around
two thousand medicines and three hundred surgical instruments are available at
Janaushadhi centres. He said that the aim of these outlets is to provide the people
with high-quality medicine at affordable prices. Mr Paul said that there are around 15
thousand Janaushadi centres in the country, and it will be increased to 25 thousand by
the year 2027. He added that countrymen have saved thirty thousand crores rupees
since the scheme began.

Minister of State for Panchayati Raj
Prof. S. P. Singh Baghel, Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare Anupriya Patel
and other representatives from various Ministries, Departments, and international
organizations like the United Nations Population Fund will be present in the event.

REV CEC-CEO CONFERENCE : Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar has
exhorted all Chief Electoral Officer, District Election Officers and Booth Level Officer to
work transparently and fulfill all statutory obligations diligently. Addressing a two-day
conference of Chief Electoral Officers CEOs of all States and Union Territories in New
Delhi today, Mr Kumar directed officials to be approachable and responsive to political
parties. He added that all party meetings at all statutory levels be held regularly to
resolve any issues within the existing statutory framework by the concerned
competent authority. The Chief Election Commissioner also asked that the issue wise
action taken report by each CEO have to be submitted by 31st of this month to their
concerned Deputy Election Commissioner. Mr Kumar added that officials should ensure
that all citizens of the country who are above 18 years of age are registered as
electors. The Chief Election Commissioner directed officials to make efforts to have
between 800 to 1200 electors in each polling booth and ensure that it is within two
kilometres distance from the residence of each elector. He said, polling booths with
proper assured minimum facilities should be established for the ease of voting in rural
areas.

REV.CRICKET- ICC CHAMPIONS TROPHY: In cricket, India stormed into the final
of the ICC Champions Trophy 2025, beating Australia by four wickets in Dubai.
Chasing a target of 265 last evening, the Men in Blue comfortably reached 267 for six
with 11 balls to spare. KL Rahul sealed the victory in style by smashing a six-delivering
a much-awaited response to their 2023 ODI World Cup final loss to the Kangaroos.
India lost the wickets of captain Rohit Sharma and Shubman Gill inside the powerplay.



However, star batter Virat Kohli and Shreyas Iyer steadied the Indian innings with a
crucial 91 runs partnership. Virat Kohli, who top-scored with 84 off 98 balls, was
named Player of the Match. Shreyas Iyer contributed 45. This marks the third time
India has reached the ICC Champions Trophy final. In 2013, India clinched the title by
defeating England, under skipper MS Dhoni. However, in 2017, they suffered a
heartbreaking loss to Pakistan in the summit clash. Earlier in the match, Australia
opted to bat first after winning the toss, and posted a competitive total of 264 in 49.3
overs. Captain Steve Smith led the charge with a well-crafted 73, while wicketkeeper-
batter Alex Carey contributed 61. For India, Mohammed Shami claimed three wickets,
while Ravindra Jadeja and Varun Chakravarthy chipped in with two wickets each. In
the second semi-final today, South Africa will take on New Zealand in Lahore, Pakistan.
The winner of this high-stakes encounter will face India in the final on Sunday.

PM- WEBINAR EMPLOYMENT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in the
Post-Budget Webinar on Employment today via video-conferencing. The key themes of
the webinar include Investing in People, the Economy, and Innovation. He will also
address the gathering on the occasion. Employment generation has been one of the
key focus areas of the government. Driven by the vision of the Prime Minister, the
government has taken multiple steps to promote job growth and create greater
avenues for employment. The webinar will foster collaboration among the government,
industry, academia, and citizens, encouraging discussions to help translate the
transformative Budget announcements into effective outcomes. The deliberations will
aim at paving the way for sustainable and inclusive growth, leadership in technology
and other sectors, and a skilled, healthy workforce working towards realizing the goal
of Viksit Bharat by 2047.

PAKISTAN BLAST: In Pakistan, at least 12 people, including four children, were killed
and 30 injured in a suicide attack on Bannu Cantonment in northwest Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa province on Tuesday. According to the police, two explosive-laden
vehicles rammed into the cantonment’s boundary wall, triggering the blast in the
evening. The militant group Jaish Al Fursan, linked to Hafiz Gul Bahadur, claimed
responsibility. The army neutralised six terrorists who attempted to breach the
cantonment, and a clearance operation is ongoing. Meanwhile, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
Chief Minister Ali Amin Gandapur condemned the attack and offered condolences to
the victims’ families.

TRUMP-ZELENSKYY: Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy has expressed his
readiness to work under US President Donald Trump’s leadership to secure lasting
peace, following a tense White House meeting last Friday. In his first comments since
the US paused military aid to Ukraine, Zelenskyy emphasized Ukraine’s willingness to
negotiate a peace deal and sign a minerals agreement, which was not finalized during
the meeting.In a social media post tonight, the Ukrainian President described the



meeting as “regrettable” and called for constructive future cooperation. He proposed
initial steps to end the war, including a missile and drone ban, prisoner releases, and a
truce in the sea, if Russia reciprocates.The US decision to halt military aid has sparked
mixed reactions. EU chief Ursula von der Leyen said Europe is ready to step up on
defense. French President Macron praised Zelenskyy’s openness to engage with
Trump, and NATO’s Secretary General urged Zelenskyy to restore ties with the US
leader. British Prime Minister Keir Starmer welcomed Ukrainian Presiden's steadfast
commitment to securing peace. However, earlier Russian President Vladimir Putin's
team welcomed the US's pause on military aid to Ukraine, calling it the best
contribution to peace.

AMIT SHAH-CHENNAI CYCLOTHON : Union Home Minister Amit Shah will virtually
flag off the Central Industrial Security Force,CISF Coastal Cyclothon, Surakshit Tat,
Samridh Bharat Safe Coasts, Prosperous India, from the Rajaditya Chola Regional
Training Centre in Thakkolam, Ranipet District, Tamil Nadu. During a press conference
held in Chennai in connection with this event, CISF's South Sector Headquarters,
Inspector General S.R.Saravanan stated that the Cyclothon aims to raise awareness
about the smuggling of drugs, arms, and explosives while strengthening national
security in coastal areas. A total of 125 CISF cyclists, including 14 women, will
participate in the journey, divided into two groups. One group will start from Friday
from Lakhpat in Gujarat and travel through Surat, Mumbai, Goa, Mangalore, and Kochi,
reaching Kanyakumari by 31st of this month. The second group will begin in Bakkhali,
West Bengal, and travel along the entire East Coast, passing through Haldia, Konark,
Paradeep, Vizag, Chennai, and Puducherry before reaching Kanyakumari. The cyclists
will cover 3,775 km along the Western Coast and 2,778 km along the Eastern Coast,
totaling 6,553 km. The cyclists are expected to reach the Tamil Nadu Coast on 23rd of
this month, where they will participate in cultural events in Chennai, including
Bharatanatyam, Bhangra, and other folk dances, patriotic dramas, and musical
performances. CISF personnel will also take part in adventure activities. Upon reaching
Kanyakumari on 31st of this month, the cyclists will receive a grand welcome at the
Vivekananda Memorial.
