PORTUGUESE PM - CONFIDENCE VOTE



Portuguese Prime Minister Luis Montenegro lost a confidence vote,
forcing his government to resign after less than a year in office. The exact
vote count wasn't immediately available, but the speaker of parliament,
Jose Pedro Aguiar-Branco, said the centre-right government was defeated.

The government, a two-party alliance led by the Social Democratic
party (PSD) and in power for less than a year, had just 80 seats in the
current 230-seat legislature. An overwhelming majority of opposition
lawmakers had vowed to vote against it.

Montenegro's administration will now operate in a caretaker capacity,
handling only essential and urgent matters. President Marcelo Rebelo de
Sousa is expected to dissolve parliament and call snap elections, which he
previously suggested could take place on either May 11 or May 18.

GMOA- BRUTAL SEXUAL ASSAULT

In Sri Lanka, the Government Medical Officers’ Association (GMOA)
has announced a nationwide one-day token strike on March 12, protesting
the brutal sexual assault of a female doctor at the Anuradhapura Teaching
Hospital. Emergency services will remain unaffected.

The incident occurred on the 10th of March, when an army deserter
allegedly threatened the doctor with a knife before raping her inside her
duty room. Five police teams have been deployed to apprehend the
suspect.



Health Minister Nalinda Jayathissa urged media outlets to respect the
victim’s privacy, while Opposition Leader Sajith Premadasa condemned the
attack in Parliament, calling for urgent action and stricter laws to protect
public servants.

Public Security Minister Ananda Wijepala confirmed the suspect’s
identity, promising swift justice. The attack has sparked nationwide
outrage, with doctors demanding immediate action. The strike highlights
growing concerns over the safety of female professionals in public service,
intensifying calls for stronger legal protections.

J&K- CONSTITUENCY FUND

Jammu and Kashmir government has decided to allocate 3 crore
rupees annually for each Member of the Legislative Assembly (MLA) under
the Constituency Development Fund (CDF) scheme. This decision will
enable MLAs to recommend and oversee the implementation of key
development projects in their constituencies. The funds will be used to
support infrastructure development, public welfare projects, and essential
services, with a clear focus on ensuring the timely completion of all
approved works. The Finance Department has issued a detailed circular
outlining the guidelines for the implementation of the CDF scheme. Under
these guidelines, each MLA can propose development works worth up to
X3 crore annually to the District Development Commissioner (DDC) for
execution in their constituency. Additionally, nominated MLAs have the
flexibility to recommend projects in any part of the Union Territory.
Projects under the CDF must be completed within one year. In areas with
limited working seasons, such as high-altitude regions, the DDC, with the
MLA’s approval, may extend the timeline, allowing work to be completed
within two working seasons, but not exceeding two years. The scheme
encourages MLAs to recommend projects with costs not exceeding 10
lakh per work, although higher-value projects may be considered for
certain infrastructure investments, provided they are completed within the
specified time. The fund will also support the construction of roads,
irrigation facilities, power infrastructure, and housing upgrades for the
underprivileged. Certain projects will not be eligible for funding under the
CDF, including office or residential buildings for government departments,
memorials, creation of posts, or any kind of revenue expenditure. The
funds will not be used for works related to places of worship either.

US - UKRAINE

The US said that Ukraine has agreed to its proposal for an immediate
and interim ceasefire for 30 days and now it's up to Russia to reciprocate.
The US has also lifted the pause on sharing intelligence and providing
military assistance to Ukraine.

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio informed this to reporters after a
meeting with Ukrainian officials in Jeddah, Saudi Arabia. A joint statement
issued by the US and Ukraine said that Ukraine has expressed readiness to
accept the US proposal to enact an immediate, interim 30-day ceasefire,
which can be extended by mutual agreement of the parties. The US will
communicate to Russia that Russian reciprocity is the key to achieving
peace. The US will immediately lift the pause on intelligence sharing and
resume security assistance to Ukraine.

NEW YORK PROTEST

In the US, New York City witnessed a large-scale demonstration as
hundreds of pro-Palestine protesters rallied today. They marched against
the Trump administration’s policies on the Middle East, campus protests,
and immigration.
The march began at Washington Square Park, with protesters making their
way to City Hall in Lower Manhattan. As tensions rose, police detained
several demonstrators, with the New York Police Department later



confirming the arrest of 12 individuals near City Hall.

The protest comes in response to the Trump administration’s recent
decision to revoke 400 million dollars of federal funding for Columbia
University in New York City on anti-Semitic grounds and opened a review
of more universities. The administration has also launched a broader
review of multiple universities, further fueling tensions on campuses across
the country.
