India wrapped up a remarkable campaign at the World Para Athletics
Grand Prix 2025 in Delhi, finishing atop the medals table with an
impressive total of 134 medals, including 45 gold, 40 silver, and 49 bronze.
With outstanding performances across track and field events, the host
nation showcased its growing strength, depth, and determination in para-
athletics on the global stage. The final day of the Grand Prix featured
several thriling moments, adding to India's dominant run in the
competition.

In the men's shot put F11-F20 category, India swept all the medals,
as Sagar clinched gold with a throw of 11.47 metre, followed by Janka
Singh with silver with 9.91 metre and Balaji Rajendran with bronze with
9.89 metre.

The men's 200 metre T35 event saw Dmitrii Safronov, a Neutral
Paralympic Athlete, taking gold with a time of 24.20 seconds. India's Vinay
claimed silver while compatriot Abhishek Babasaheb Jadhav bagged the
bronze.

In the Women's 200m T35-T38 event, Australia's Rhiannon Clarke
won the gold medal, while Margarita Goncharova, representing the Neutral
Para Athletes contingent, claimed silver. India's Preeti Pal secured the
bronze with a time of 31.50 seconds. Earlier, Preeti had also won a silver
medal in the 100m race.

The Enforcement Directorate (ED) today launched an investigation
into the sensational gold smuggling case involving Kannada actress Ranya
Rao, the stepdaughter of Karnataka DGP K. Ramachandra Rao. ED has
conducted searches and raids at eight locations in Bengaluru and other
places. The sleuths have conducted raids till late in the evening at the
residence of Ranya Rao on the upscale Lavelle Road in Bengaluru.
Simultaneous raids were also conducted on the residence of Tarun Raju, a
close friend of Ranya Rao and grandson of a star hotel owner on the
Kumara Park East Road in Bengaluru. Tarun has been arrested and grilled
by the Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI) currently. The raids were
also conducted on the owner of a gold mortgage and loan company in
Koramangala locality of Bengaluru.

Meanwhile, the Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI) was also
conducting raids at nine locations across Bengaluru, targeting the flats and
properties of Ranya Rao’s husband, Jatin Vijaykumar Hukkeri. On Tuesday,
Jatin obtained an interim order from the High Court restraining the DRI
from arresting him. Sources revealed that investigations have found that
Ranya Rao had booked round-trip tickets from Bengaluru to Dubai using
Jatin Hukkeri’s credit card, raising suspicions about his involvement in the
gold smuggling case.<>
