          Despite the financial burden on the state government, every paisa is being 
spent to improve people’s living standards, said Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti 
Vikramarka.

          Rescue operation to locate the missing workers in the SLBC tunnel has 
entered its 16th day and continues without interruption. Excavation efforts have 
intensified at locations identified by GPR technology and cadaver dogs brought in 
from Kerala. During the operation, the rescue team discovered a right hand and a 
left leg belonging to a deceased worker near the left side of the TBM. However, 
the body remains trapped within the concrete structure of the TBM.
