EVE PM - CHHATTISGARH VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today 
inaugurated, laid the foundation stone and dedicated development projects 
worth more than 33,700 crores rupees related to power, road, rail, oil & gas, 
education and housing at Mohbhatta in Bilaspur district of Chhattisgarh.
