FSSAI-DAIRY ANALOGUES

Food regulator FSSAI (The Food Safety and Standards Authority of
India) today asked states to step up surveillance on dairy analogues in
March keeping in view the ongoing festive season. As per the Food Safety
and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food Additives) Regulations,
'Dairy Analogues' are products where non-milk constituents replace milk
components partially or entirely but resemble milk or milk products in
appearance, texture, and functionality. Dairy Analogues are not considered
milk, milk products, or composite milk products.

FSSAI has directed all States and Union Territories (UTs) to step up
surveillance on Dairy Analogues throughout the month of March, keeping in
view the ongoing festive season," a statement said on Tuesday. This
measure aims to prevent food adulteration and mislabelling during the
period of increased demand, it added.

US - UKRAINE

The US said that Ukraine has agreed to its proposal for an immediate
and interim ceasefire for 30 days and now it's up to Russia to reciprocate.
The US has also lifted the pause on sharing intelligence and providing
military assistance to Ukraine.

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio informed this to reporters after a
meeting with Ukrainian officials in Jeddah, Saudi Arabia. A joint statement
issued by the US and Ukraine said that Ukraine has expressed readiness to
accept the US proposal to enact an immediate, interim 30-day ceasefire,



which can be extended by mutual agreement of the parties. The US will
communicate to Russia that Russian reciprocity is the key to achieving
peace. The US will immediately lift the pause on intelligence sharing and
resume security assistance to Ukraine.

In Punjab, the National Investigation Agency's (NIA) Mohali based
special court has sentenced nine accused of drone dropping of explosives
and arms in August-September, 2019 in Punjab's Tarn Taran to
imprisonment.

The accused were linked with the proscribed terrorist organisation
Khalistan Zindabad Force. The drone-droppings were done by Germany-
based designated terrorists Gurmeet Singh Bagga and Pakistan-based
terrorist Ranjeet Singh Neeta. The case was taken over by the NIA from
Amritsar police in October 2019.

While six of the accused have been sentenced to life imprisonment
and fine, three others have been sentenced to 10 years rigorous
imprisonment (RI) and fine for their respective roles in the case.

Quoting NIA sources, our Jalandhar Correspondent reports that the
entire conspiracy was aimed at unleashing a terrorist attack in Punjab to
disrupt the peace of the Nation.

Modi emphasized India’s role as a trusted ally in combating illegal fishing,
piracy, and maritime crimes. He said, as a reliable friend, India works with
Mauritius to protect its national interests and secure the Indian Ocean
region. Mr Modi cited India’s swift response during crises, such as
delivering vaccines and essential medicines during the COVID-19
pandemic, and standing as the first responder whenever Mauritius faced
challenges.

REV. GOVT - TERROR OUTFITS BAN

Government today banned two terror outfits Awami Action
Committee (AAC) and Jammu and Kashmir Ittihadul Muslimeen (JKIM).
Both groups have been declared as unlawful association by the Ministry of
Home Affairs under Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act. Notifications
issued by the Ministry said, AAC and JKIM are indulging in unlawful
activities which are prejudicial to the integrity, sovereignty and security of
the country. It said, members of the groups have involved in supporting
terrorist activities and anti-India propaganda for fuelling secessionism in
Jammu and Kashmir.

In a social media post, Home Minister Amit Shah stated that
these groups were involved in promoting and supporting the
secession of Jammu and Kashmir from India by engaging in anti-
national and subversive activities. He added that anyone found
participating in activities that threaten the nation's peace, order,
and sovereignty would face the full force of the Modi
government's actions.

REV NT. LS - DEMAND FOR GRANTS

The Lok Sabha today approved Supplementary Demands for Grant
Second Batch 2024-25, Demands for Excess Grants for 2021-22, Manipur
Budget 2025-26 and Supplementary Demands for Grant for Manipur 2024-
25.

Replying to a debate in the House, Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman said that the Centre is providing all financial assistance to
support the faster recovery of the economy in Manipur. She also
announced a corpus of 500 crore rupees for Manipur to establish
contigency fund saying that the State had never such fund. The



Finance Minister said that the total receipts for Manipur Budget are 35
thousand 368 crore rupees while revenue receipts are 27 thousand 231
crore rupees. The Minister said, the total expenditure has been estimated
at 35 thousand 104 crore rupees for the state. She said, with the collective
efforts of Centre and State Government, there has been improvement in
the overall law and order situation in Manipur to a large extent. The
Minister added that currently, 286 companies of CAPFs, 137
columns of Army and Assam rifles are together deployed with the
Manipur state police to maintain lower order. Mrs Sitharaman also
said that informed the house that the recovery of arms and
ammunition which were looted from police is underway. She
added that there is free movement along the national highways
and Convoy, movement of goods, essential commodities that are
being carried out are continuing and that will ensure availability
of essential commodities in the state. The Finance Minister also
inforemd that 400 crore rupees has been provided under Ministry
of Home Affairs special package for relief camp operations amd to
support those who are affected and more support will be
continuously provided.

Talking about the country's defence sector, she said, India’s defence
export has achieved a remarkable milestone, increasing 30 times from the
year 2013-14. The Minister informed that defence export which was only
686 crore rupees during 2013-14, increased to over 21 thousand crore
rupees in 2023-24. She said, India is now exporting defence products and
equipment to 85 countries with 100 companies contributing to the growth
story.

In the Supplementary Demands for Grants the government has
sought Parliament’s nod to spend a net additional 51 thousand 462 crore
rupees in the current financial year.

Initiating the discussion, Gaurav Gagoi of Congress questioned the
government about the reported tariff discussions between India and US.
He also talked about the informal sector in the country and questioned the
government over its Make in India initiative.

Biplab Kumar Deb of BJP said, the Central Government brought
development in Manipur with several initiatives and connected the
unconnected areas. He said, Government has removed the Armed Forces
Special Powers Act from 75 percent of the areas of the North-East. Mr Deb
said, the North-Eastern part of the country is witnessing peace and



development after 2014 due to the efforts of the Modi Government.

Samajwadi Party MP Neeraj Maurya said, the Centre should take
concrete steps to bring peace in Manipur. He also raised the issues faced
by farmers in Uttar Pradesh.

Congress MP from Manipur MP Alfred Kanngam S Arthur accused the
Central government of disproportionately sanctioning projects in the valleys
of Manipur. He alleged that the government is ignoring the hills where 95
per cent of the tribal population reside. He said, the hills of Manipur are
redundant today as there is no investment or jobs.

Later the lower house also passed Appropriation Bill 2025,
Appropriation Bill (No. 2) 2025, the Manipur Appropriation Bill 2025 and the
Manipur Appropriation (Vote on Account) Bill 2025. After completing the
business, the house was adjourned till tomorrow.
