The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast Heat wave conditions to
prevail over Central India during the next 5 days. According to the IMD, Heat wave
conditions will likely be over East Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and
Chhattisgarh till the 25" of this month.
