US- TARIFFS

US began collecting a 10 per cent tariff on imports from many
countries on Saturday. The baseline tariff took effect at US seaports,
airports, and customs warehouses

This tariff, announced after President Donald Trump signed an
executive order earlier in the week, has sparked backlash from both US
allies and other nations.

On Wednesday, the US will impose much higher reciprocal tariffs on
countries with the largest trade imbalances. President Trump has already
placed tariffs on autos, steel, and aluminum, with 25 per cent duties on
certain goods from Canada and Mexico. Tariffs on auto parts are set to
take effect by next month, and further tariffs on lumber, pharmaceuticals,
copper, and microchips have been threatened.

President Trump has called the market volatility an economic
revolution that the US will win.

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has said that India will
witness a 1.5 percent rise in growth if the 'One Nation, One Election’
system is implemented. Speaking at a seminar in Chennai yesterday, she
explained that the country's GDP will also soar by 4.5 lakh crore rupees.
She noted that the estimated expenditure for the 2019 Lok Sabha elections
was one lakh crore rupees, and that holding simultaneous elections could
save 12 thousand crore rupees. She also emphasized that such elections
will result in an increased polling percentage.

Though it might not be implemented immediately, the Finance
Minister added that all the parties which are opposing the elections should
understand that President Droupadi Murmu will initiate the process for
simultaneous polls only after 2029.
