PAK AIR SPACE CLOSURE IMPACTS

Amid escalating tensions between India and Pakistan due to
Pahalgam terror attack, Pakistan yesterday said, it will bar Indian airlines
from using its airspace. The airspace cannot be used by India-registered
aircraft as well as planes owned or leased by Indian operators. In a social
media post, Air India said, due to the announced restriction of Pakistan
airspace for all Indian airlines, it is expected that some Air India flights to
or from North America, UK, Europe, and Middle East will take an alternative
extended route. IndiGo Airlines also said, due to the sudden announcement
of air space closure by Pakistan, a few of their international flights are
being impacted.

Talking to the media, a senior Air Traffic Controller said that duration
of the international flights will depend on routes that will be taken by the
airlines and there are different route options. A clearer picture will emerge
once airlines file their flight plans. According to the senior airline officials,
Pakistan airspace is a crucial airspace in the region and is vastly used by
the Indian airlines.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heatwave
conditions over Northwest India during the next three to four days.
According to IMD, heat wave conditions will continue over West Madhya
Pradesh, West Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana, Delhi and East Rajasthan till
the 29" of this month. Similar conditions are expected over Chhattisgarh,
West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Odisha, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada and
Telangana till tomorrow. The weather department also predicted hot and
humid conditions over Jharkhand, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal,
Kerala, Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Yanam and Rayalaseema till
tomorrow. Meanwhile, heavy to very heavy rainfall is expected over Sub-
Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Assam and Meghalaya till Sunday. Heavy
rainfall is also predicted at isolated places over Arunachal Pradesh and
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura. The IMD also forecast
thunderstorms accompanied with lightning and gusty winds over Northeast
and Southern parts of the country over the next two-three days.
