IPL CRICKET



In IPL T20 cricket, the Kolkata Knight Riders and Punjab Kings shared
points after their match was abandoned due to incessant rain and
thunderstorms at Eden Gardens in Kolkata last night. Chasing a target of
202 runs, Kolkata Knight Riders were 7 for no loss after one over, when
rain stopped play.Earlier, opting to bat, Punjab Kings posted 201 for four in
the stipulated 20 overs, with Priyansh Arya and Prabhsimran Singh
smashing half-centuries and sharing a 120-run opening-wicket stand.
Priyansh Arya scored 69, while Prabhsimran Singh made 83. For Kolkata,
Vaibhav Arora claimed two wickets.Punjab Kings are now placed fourth in
the table with 11 points from nine games, while KKR are seventh with
seven points from nine matches.In a double-header today, Mumbai Indians
will face Lucknow Super Giants in Mumbai at 3:30 in the afternoon, while
Delhi Capitals will take on Royal Challengers Bengaluru in Delhi at 7:30 this
evening.

MORN. IRAN-BLAST

The death toll from a devastating explosion that rocked the sprawling
Shahid Rajaee Port near Bandar Abbas in southern Iran yesterday has risen
to 14, with at least 750 others injured. Interior Minister Eskandar Momeni
informed this. The blast occurred after a fuel tanker exploded for unknown
reasons at the port in Hormozgan Province. President Masoud
Pezeshkian, in a statement on social media expressed his sorrow and
sympathy with the victims and issued an order to investigate the causes of
the incident. He said the Interior Minister had been sent to the region as
his special representative to conduct a thorough investigation into the
incident. The National Iranian Petroleum Refining and Distribution
Company said that the oil facilities were not affected by the blast.
Meanwhile, Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi has expressed
satisfaction with the progress made in indirect nuclear talks with the United
States. He made the remarks while speaking to reporters after the third
round of indirect negotiations between Iran and the United States in
Muscat, Oman yesterday. He said negotiations are proceeding well and
remain satisfactory. He added that both parties are determined to reach an
agreement.He noted that Oman, as the facilitating country, would
determine the details of the next round of the talks, which is likely to be
held next Saturday.



Mann Ki Baat

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will share his thoughts with the people of the
country and abroad in the Mann Ki Baat programme on Akashvani today at
11 AM. It will be the 121st episode of the monthly radio programme. The
programme will be broadcast across the entire Akashvani and Doordarshan
network, the AIR News website, and the Newsonair mobile app. It will also
be live-streamed on the YouTube channels of AIR News, DD News, the
PMO, and the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting. Akashvani will
broadcast the programme in regional languages immediately after the
Hindi broadcast.

NIA

The Ministry of Home Affairs has handed over the investigation of the
Pahalgam terror attack to the National Investigation Agency (NIA). Sources
said that now the agency will formally probe the terror attack incident.
Earlier, the NIA team had visited the terror attack site. The attack took
place on 22nd of this month in the Baisaran forest area of Pahalgam in
Jammu and Kashmir in which 26 people were killed and many injured.

MEDIA Advisory

The Information and Broadcasting Ministry has issued an advisory to all
media channels to refrain from showing live coverage of anti-terrorist
operations and movement of security forces in the interest of national
security. It said that the media, digital platforms, and individuals play a
vital role in safeguarding national security. The Ministry asked them to
refrain from reporting based on sources-based information related to
defence operations or movement. It said, premature disclosure of sensitive
information may inadvertently assist hostile elements and endanger
operational effectiveness and the safety of personnel.

IMD - HEATWAVE

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heatwave conditions
over Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Haryana and Punjab during next four
days. It has also predicted hot and humid weather is likely to prevail over
Bihar, Jharkhand, Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Coastal Andhra
Pradesh. IMD said, there will be no significant change in maximum
temperatures over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi and Rajasthan



during next two days. The weather department has also predicted that
heavy to very heavy rainfall spell is likely to continue over Northeast India
till tomorrow. Light to moderate rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm is
likely over East Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, East Uttar
Pradesh, Gangetic West Bengal, Chhattisgarh, Bihar and Jharkhand.

PM-ROZGAR MELA: The 15th Rozgar Mela was held at 47 locations
across the country today. The new recruits will join the Central
Government in various Ministries and Departments. Prime Minister
Narendra Modi distributed over 51 thousand appointment letters to newly
appointed youth in various government departments through video
conferencing today.
