Director General of Border
Security Force (BSF) Daljit Singh Chaudhary also visited the Home Ministry
yesterday.

Meanwhile, the Indian Navy yesterday successfully carried out an
anti-ship missile exercise, and said that it is fully prepared for combat at
any time, anywhere and in any manner to safeguard the maritime interests
of the country. This missile test was conducted from the Indian Naval
ships. This anti-ship firing drill conducted by the Navy has re-validated the
readiness of the platform, systems and personnel for conducting long-
range precision offensive strikes. The Navy said that they have carried out
several successful anti-ship missile firings to demonstrate the readiness of
the personnel.

The Jammu and Kashmir Cabinet which met under the
chairmanship of Chief Minister Omar Abdullah on April 23 had
recommended to the Lieutenant Governor for the convening of
special Assembly session on April 28 in the aftermath of the
Pahalgam terror attack. The Assembly has been called at 10.30
AM today which is likely to adopt a resolution condemning the
terror attack on the tourists. The resolution has been drafted and
will be introduced in the House followed by speeches by leaders of
different political parties and reply by Chief Minister Omar
Abdullah. The resolution will be adopted unanimously as all
political parties have strongly condemned the terror attack. There
could be around two-hour discussion on the resolution in the
Assembly before it is adopted and it will send a strong message
that entire House is united in condemning the terrorism. There is
no other agenda before the House except for the Pahalgam terror
attack. The Lieutenant Governor in exercise of the powers
conferred upon him under section 18 (1) of the Jammu and

Kashmir Reorganization Act, 2019, has summoned the Legislative
Assembly to meet at Jammu today at 10.30 AM. This is a rare
occasion when a special session of the Legislature is being called.

The Budget session of the Legislative Assembly was adjourned
sine die on April 9. The budget session started on March 3 and had

21 sittings. This is N. Gulshan Raina

Union Health Minister Shri ]J.P. Nadda today said that India is
making big strides in cancer care, with a focus on setting up large-scale
treatment centers and promoting early diagnosis. He quoting a report by
the recognized medical journal ‘The Lancet’, which said that with the



Government's efforts, 90 percent of cancer patients in India are now
starting their treatment within 30 days of diagnosis - a record recognized
globally.  Shri Nadda was speaking at the inauguration of the expanded
Cancer Institute and the launch of the state-of-the-art True Beam Unit at
the Government Cancer Hospital in Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar in
Maharashtra.

Shri Nadda said that the new TrueBeam system will allow for more
precise and effective treatment of cancer patients. He also highlighted
that treatment costs up to 5 lakh rupees are being covered free of charge
under the Pradhanmantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PM-JAY). He said that 780
medical colleges are operating today across the country, and the
government is committed to ensuring there is no shortage of funds for
medical education and healthcare services.

Shri Nadda further said that 1.75 lakh Ayushman Arogya Mandirs
(health and wellness centers) have been set up across India. These centers
are playing a key role in early screening for cancers, especially oral and
breast cancer, leading to timely diagnosis and treatment, he added.

Shri Nadda also mentioned that under the 15th Finance Commission,
a provision of 7,000 crore rupees has been made for health services. He
highlighted that through the Ayushman Bharat health insurance scheme,
60 crore citizens, particularly senior citizens, are receiving free medical
treatment up to 5 lakh rupees.
