On the occasion of the birth anniversary of the Architect of the
Constitution, Baba Saheb Dr. Bhimrao Ambedkar today, Prime Minister Sh.
Narendra Modi dedicated a host of development projects to the people of
Haryana. He laid the foundation stone for the third unit of 800 MW at
Deenbandhu Chhotu Ram Thermal Power Plant in Yamunanagar, which will
be built at a cost of 8,469 crore rupees. Additionally, he laid the foundation
stone for a GOBAR DHAN Plant in Yamunanagar worth 90 crore rupees and
inaugurated the Rewari Bypass built at a cost of 1069 crore rupees.

Union Minister Manohar Lal, Union Minister of State Rao Inderijit
Singh, Union Minister of State for Cooperation Krishan Pal, Haryana Cabinet
Ministers, Anil Vij, Krishan Lal Panwar and Shyam Singh Rana were also
present on this occasion.

Earlier in the morning the Prime Minister laid the foundation stone of
the new terminal of Maharaja Agrasen Airport and flagged off the first
flight for Ayodhya from the Airport. Haryana Chief Minister Nayab Singh
Saini was present on this occasion.

An official spokesman said that the Union Ministry of Power has
granted approval to Haryana Power Generation Corporation Limited
(HPGCL) to set up the third unit of 800 MW at Deenbandhu Chhotu Ram
Thermal Power Plant in Yamunanagar. This project is an expansion of the
existing plant that currently operates 2x300 MW units. The project is
targeted to be completed within 52 months, and commercial operations are
expected to begin within 48 months, by March 2029. With this new unit,
Haryana'’s in-house power generation capacity will increase to 3,382 MW.

The Rewari Bypass project has been developed under the Bharatmala
scheme on Hybrid Annuity Mode at a cost of Rs 1,069 crore. This four-lane
bypass has been constructed around Rewari city to reduce traffic
congestion. <><>

LOK BANDHU HOSPITAL FIRE

A massive fire broke out on the second floor of Lok Bandhu Hospital
in Lucknow tonight, causing panic among patients and hospital staff. Upon
receiving information about the fire, several fire brigade vehicles rushed to
the scene. Following the incident, Deputy Chief Minister Brijesh Pathak and
Lucknow District Magistrate Visakh Iyer arrived at the hospital. The Deputy
Chief Minister stated that around 200 patients had been shifted to other
hospitals. Serious patients were transferred to King George's Medical
University (KGMU) while some were taken to the Civil Hospital.

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has taken cognizance of the incident.
The fire brigade team remains on-site, and fire-dousing efforts are
ongoing. No casualties have been reported so far.

In the IPL T20, Chennai Super Kings (CSK) ended their five-match
losing streak with a five-wicket win over the hosts Lucknow Super Giants
(LSG) at the Ekana Cricket Stadium last night. Chasing a target of 167, CSK
got off to a solid start, with the opening pair Rachin Ravindra and Rasheed
Sheikh putting together a 50-run partnership before Rasheed was
dismissed by Avesh Khan. Shivam Dube provided a crucial middle-order
contribution with a steady 43 off 37 balls, stabilizing the innings. However,
it was skipper Mahendra Singh Dhoni’s blistering knock of 26 off just 11
deliveries that powered CSK past the finish line in 19.3 overs.

Earlier, after being put into bat first, Lucknow managed to score 166
runs for the loss of 7 wickets in the stipulated 20 overs. Rishabh Pant was
the top scorer for the hosts with his 63 off 49 while Ravindra Jadeja and
Matheesha Pathirana were the pick of the bowlers for the visitors with two
wickets each. Mahendra Singh Dhoni was adjudged the Player of the
Match.

Today, Punjab Kings will take on Kolkata Knight Riders
(KKR) at the Maharaja Yadavindra Singh International Cricket
Stadium in Chandigarh. The match is scheduled to begin at 7:30
PM. Both teams are currently tied on 6 points, with Punjab having
played one game fewer than Kolkata. Despite the equal points,
KKR is placed 6th on the points table, ahead of Punjab, due to a
better net run rate.
