The WAVES summit is scheduled to be held in Mumbai from 1st -5th next month.
Earlier, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said the summit will focus on
nurturing creative talent through 31 “Create in India” challenges, which have already shortlisted over
400 creators across fields like gaming, music, comics, animation, visual effects and broadcasting.

MYANMAR

The death toll from the devastating 7.7 magnitude earthquake in Myanmar has risen to 3,645 with
5,017 people injured and 148 still missing, the State Administration Council's information team
revealed last evening. The UN humanitarian affairs coordination office reported that more than 5 lakh
people across the country have been left without access to life-saving health care.

Meanwhile, India launched ‘Operation Brahma’, positioning itself as a first responder in line
with its ‘Neighbourhood First’ and ‘Act East’ policies. Under the operation, India has dispatched
tonnes of medical supplies and relief materials to Myanmar.

The United States said that 104 percent duties on imports from China will take effect today.



Initially, China was set to face a 34 percent tariff increase as part of President Trump's reciprocal
tariffs package. However, after Beijing refused to withdraw its promise to impose 34 percent
retaliatory tariffs on U.S. goods, the U.S. president escalated the situation by adding another 50
percent in duties. This brings the total tariff increase on China to a staggering 84 percent.

The White House Press Secretary Karoline Leavitt said, countries like China, who have chosen
to retaliate and try to double down on their mistreatment of American workers, are making a
mistake.

CONGRESS - CWC MEETING

extended Congress Working Committee (CWC) meeting. The party will take up discussions on
two resolutions: one regarding the key issues of national polity and the other regarding the
political situation in Gujarat, during the AICC session scheduled to be held at Sabarmati
Riverfront tomorrow. More than 3,000 delegates from across the country, including senior
party leaders, Chief Ministers of Congress-ruled states, state presidents, CWC members, and
special invitees, are expected to attend the AICC session.
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And in IPL Cricket, hosts Punjab Kings defeated Chennai Super Kings by 18 runs in Chandigarh
last night. Opting to bat first, Punjab Kings scored 219 for 6 in 20 overs with Priyansh Arya smashing
a quickfire 103 off just 42 balls and Shashank Singh contributing with an unbeaten 52. In reply,
Chennai Super Kings could only manage 201 for 5 in 20 overs, with Devon Conway top-scoring with
69 runs. For Chennai, Lockie Ferguson claimed two wickets.
