The MPs stated that
although the University of Hyderabad (UoH) acquired land in Survey No. 25 and
adjoining survey numbers in 1975, no official alienation or transfer of ownership to
UoH has taken place to date. They emphasised that the land continues to be
recorded as government property. Contrary to some claims, the MPs also clarified
that the land in question is not classified as forest land. Later they submitted a
formal memorandum to Limaye.

KTR-LAND: Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) working president and MLA K

Taraka Rama Rao has alleged that with the plan to sell a 400-acre land parcel at
Kancha Gachibowli, the State Government has unveiled a major financial fraud to

enable key leaders of the government pocket about 10,000 crore rupees.



Addressing a press conference in Hyderabad today, Taraka Rama Rao along with
the senior leaders said as part of its practice of “deception, distraction and
destruction”, the Congress government in the State had unveiled the 400 acres land
parcel sale despite the fact of it being forest land. He alleged that with the help of
a Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) leader from the State, a brokerage agency was
roped in by the State Government to mortgage the land to a Bank and raise 10,000
crore rupees in the form of bonds. In return, the agency was paid 169.84 crore
rupees brokerage to enable the government to raise money beyond the borrowing
limits under the Fiscal Responsibility and Budget Management (FRBM) Act. He
said he would raise the matter with Reserve Bank of India (RBI) Governor, Serious
Fraud Investigation Office (SFIO) of the Ministry of Corporate Affairs, Securities
and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), CVC and Central Bureau of Investigation
(CBI).
