Prime Minister Modi said,
following the terror attack, several global leaders called him up and wrote letters
strongly condemning this heinous terrorist attack.

Talking about the earthquake that struck Myanmar last month, the Prime
Minister said India immediately started Operation Brahma to assist in relief and rescue
operations.

He told listeners about a special
App on their mobile, the Sachet App which they can use during any natural disaster.

The Uttarakhand government has cancelled the registration of 77
Pakistani nationals who had signed up for the annual Char Dham and
Hemkund Sahib pilgrimage. The decision, which takes immediate effect,
was announced by State Tourism and Culture Minister Satpal Maharaj.

He said, tourism and terrorism cannot go hand in hand, explaining
the government's stance. He reiterated the state’s commitment to ensuring
a safe and spiritually fulfilling experience for all devotees.

Minister Maharaj also confirmed that preparations for the Char Dham
Yatra have been completed. So far, over 22 lakh devotees have registered
online, including more than 25,000 international pilgrims from 185
countries.

To ensure smooth operations, the government has issued strict
directives to curb black marketing of helicopter tickets and unauthorized
collection of parking fees along the pilgrimage route.

Offline registration for the Yatra is set to begin tomorrow, with
dedicated centers established in Haridwar, Rishikesh, Vikasnagar, and
Herbertpur to assist pilgrims.

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REV CANADA KILLED

In Canada, nine people were killed and several were injured after a
vehicle drove into a crowd at the Lapu Lapu Filipino Festival in Vancouver,
the local police confirmed today. As per the Vancouver Police
Department a 30-year-old local man who drove a black SUV into the street



festival yesterday evening is now in custody. The Police Department
confirmed that the incident was not an act of terrorism.

Witnesses reported that the victims were hit while walking or waiting
at food trucks lined up along the road. Harrowing videos from the scene
surfaced on social media, showing multiple victims lying on the ground,
some of whom appeared dead or seriously injured.

The incident occurred during the annual event honouring Lapu-Lapu,
the Philippines' first national hero. Lapu-Lapu was the chief of Mactan
Island whose resistance against Spanish colonization is considered a pivotal
moment in early Philippine history and is commemorated annually on 27th

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MAHA-NADDA

Union Health Minister Shri J.P. Nadda today said that India is
making big strides in cancer care, with a focus on setting up large-scale
treatment centers and promoting early diagnosis. He quoting a report by
the recognized medical journal ‘The Lancet’, which said that with the
Government's efforts, 90 percent of cancer patients in India are now
starting their treatment within 30 days of diagnosis - a record recognized
globally.  Shri Nadda was speaking at the inauguration of the expanded
Cancer Institute and the launch of the state-of-the-art True Beam Unit at
the Government Cancer Hospital in Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar in
Maharashtra.

Shri Nadda said that the new TrueBeam system will allow for more
precise and effective treatment of cancer patients. He also highlighted
that treatment costs up to 5 lakh rupees are being covered free of charge
under the Pradhanmantri Jan Arogya Yojana (PM-JAY). He said that 780
medical colleges are operating today across the country, and the
government is committed to ensuring there is no shortage of funds for
medical education and healthcare services.

Shri Nadda further said that 1.75 lakh Ayushman Arogya Mandirs
(health and wellness centers) have been set up across India. These centers
are playing a key role in early screening for cancers, especially oral and
breast cancer, leading to timely diagnosis and treatment, he added.

Shri Nadda also mentioned that under the 15th Finance Commission,
a provision of 7,000 crore rupees has been made for health services. He
highlighted that through the Ayushman Bharat health insurance scheme,
60 crore citizens, particularly senior citizens, are receiving free medical
treatment up to 5 lakh rupees.
