EVE. PM-SAUDI VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a two day visit to Saudi
Arabia on Tuesday at the invitation of the Crown Prince and Prime Minister
of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia Prince Mohammed bin Salman. This will be
Prime Minister Modi’s third visit to the Kingdom after his previous visits in
2016 and 2019. The visit follows the State Visit of Prince Salman to New
Delhi in September 2023 to attend the G20 Summit and co-chair the first
meeting of the India-Saudi Arabia Strategic Partnership Council.

Briefing media in New Delhi this evening, Foreign Secretary
Vikram Misri said, the visit is important on account of the obvious
significance of Saudi Arabia as a strategic partner for India. He
said, Saudi Arabia hosts a very large Indian expatriate
community, possibly the second-largest expatriate community of
its kind anywhere in the world. Mr Misri said, Saudi Arabia is a
leading voice in the Islamic world and is increasingly playing an
important role in regional developments. He said, the visit
provides an opportunity to build on the already strong relations
with this strategic partner. The Prime Minister and the Crown
Prince share a very close personal relationship with a lot of
warmth and respect for each other, and the bilateral relationship
has gained a lot from strategic guidance at the topmost level.

West Bengal Governor Dr C V Ananda Bose has assured all help to
the family of the persons killed during violent protest against the Waqgf
Amendment Act . The Governor visited the violence affected areas of
Samsherganj of Murshidabad district of West Bengal and met the family
members of the father son duo who were killed by an unruly mob on 12th
of this month. Police arrested 3 persons in connection with the killing
including the key accused Inmajul Haque.

The Governor also visited the violence hit village of Jafrabad. People
demanded Border Security Force BSF camps for their protection. It is
alleged that local are receiving threats of attack after central forces leave
the violence affected areas.

Meanwhile, a five members team led by National Commission for
Women chairperson Vijaya K Rahatkar visited the family of Hargobind Das
and Chandan Das who were killed by an unruly mob on 12th of this month
during protest against the Wagf Amendment Act in Samsherganj, Suti of
Murshidabad district of West Bengal. Earlier in the morning, the NCW team
went to Ratanpur and Betbona villages of Samshergunj. The local villagers
broke down after meeting the team. They requested for Central Armed
Forces camps in the disturbed areas.

Dr Archana Majumdar, member of the NCW said that the Central



government would be with the common people all the time. She assured
the villagers about central forces' help.

A team of National Human Rights Commission left Malda for the
violence hit areas of Murshidabad.

On the other hand, ruling Trinamool Congress is holding peace march
at Dhuliyan of Samshergunj. Member of Parliament Khalilur Rahman, MLA
Amirul Islam and other leaders are leading the peace rally.

Pakistan was jolted by a 5.9 magnitude earthquake today but no loss
of life and property has been reported so far. According to the National
Seismic Monitoring Centre, the epicentre was located near the Afghanistan-
Tajikistan border region, with a depth of 94 kilometres. The quake was
recorded at 11:47 AM.

Tremors were felt across a wide region of Pakistan, including
Islamabad, Lahore, Peshawar, Rawalpindi, and various parts of Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa.

DELHI - NARCOTICS

In a significant breakthrough against narcotics trafficking, the Delhi
Police Crime Branch has dismantled a cross-border drug syndicate
operating between Afghanistan, Pakistan, and India. Addressing a press
conference in the national capital, Joint Commissioner of Police (Crime
Branch) Surender Singh Jakhar said a total of ten accused have been
arrested in this operation. He said the operation led to the seizure of a
large quantity of heroin, mobile phones, vital incriminating evidence, and
drug proceeds. Mr. Jakhar said five properties worth 10 crore rupees have
also been identified. The accused were supplying narcotics in Haryana,
Punjab, Jammu and Kashmir, and Delhi.
