Dr. Kasturirangan also served as Chancellor of Jawaharlal Nehru
University and Chairman of the Karnataka Knowledge Commission and was
Director of the National Institute of Advanced Studies in Bengaluru. He was also a
Rajya Sabha member from 2003 to 2009. Arrangements are being made for the
public to pay their last respects to the renowned scientist in Bengaluru on Sunday.
