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DHARNA: The left party students' wings today attempted to besiege Dr. BR
Ambedkar Secretariat at Saifabad demanding to protect Kancha Gachibowli lands.
The activists including the Student Federation of India and PDSU participated in
the dharna.

RAINS: Providing much-needed relief from the prolonged heat, heavy rains swept
across parts of Hyderabad this afternoon. Several areas experienced thunderstorms,
with some parts witnessed hailstorms. According to data from the Telangana
Development Planning Society (TGDPS), Kukatpally received 27 mm of rainfall
followed by 22.3 mm in Alwal, 155 mm in Banjara Hills and 7 mm in
Khairatabad.

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REV RS — WAOQF: The Rajya Sabha has taken up Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2025
for consideration and passing. The Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2025 aims to
streamline the management of Waqf properties, with provisions to safeguard
heritage sites and promote social welfare. The legislation also aims to improve




governance by enhancing transparency in property management, streamlining
coordination between Waqgf Boards and local authorities and protecting
stakeholder’s rights. The Bill also seeks to improve the economic and social status
of Muslim women, particularly widows and divorced women. The Bill is intended
to make the Waqgf Board more inclusive, having representation from different
Muslim sects for better Waqf governance and decision-making. Moving the bill,
Minority Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that the bill has been brought after a
detailed consultation with the stakeholders as well as in the Joint Parliamentary
Committee.
