FUR REV. PM TAMIL NADU VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said 

that in the past ten years the Government had taken several efforts to 

strengthen infrastructure to connect all the four corners of the country. The 
Prime Minister today inaugurated the Pamban vertical lift sea bridge in 
Rameshwaram and laid foundation for 8300 Crore rupees worth rail and road 
projects in Tamil Nadu. Addressing a public meeting in Rameshwaram, he said 

that the development of Tamil Nadu contributes to the development of the 
Nation. Calling the vertical lift sea bridge as a 20th century wonder, he 

congratulated and thanked the engineers who worked for the first vertical lift sea 
bridge where ships and trains will make best use of it. He said that this will boost 

the ease of doing business, trade, tourism and provide jobs for the people. The 
Prime Minister said that it was a precious moment to offer prayers at the ancient 

Rameswaram Temple and handover the project on this day. Calling the projects 
as a gift on Ram Navami he recalled the mention of lord Ram in Sangam 
literature.  Underlining that infrastructure development in Tamil Nadu is a 

priority for his Government Mr Modi highlighted that over the past decade, Tamil 
Nadu's railway budget has increased more than sevenfold. He added that before 
2014, rail projects in Tamil Nadu received only 900 crore rupees annually, while 
this year, the railway budget for Tamil Nadu exceeds 6,000 crore rupees. He 

further highlighted that the Government of India is modernizing 77 railway 
stations in the state, including the Rameswaram station. Mr. Modi described the 
importance of the ancient Tamil culture and language. Mr Modi appealed to the 
State Government to allow medical students to study in Mother tongue. He also 

criticised the politicians who don't even put their signatures in Tamil when writing 
letters to him. Mr. Modi, mentioning various achievements in the past ten years, 
said that the Country had seen six fold increase in allocation for the road, airport, 
port, energy and  infrastructure. He added that the Eastern and western freight 

corridors and the Vande Bharat, Amrit Bharat and Namo Bharat rail services 
provide a sound freight logistics and infrastructure. Mr. Modi said that due to the 

efforts of the Centre in the past ten years, 3700  fishermen were freed from 
Srilankan prisons and more than 600 fishermen were freed from Srilankan 

prisons this year alone.  



 
AMIT SHAH VISIT RAJASTHAN: Union Minister of Home Affairs Amit Shah 

today participated in a religious functions in Pawta, located in the Kotputli-Behror 

district. He took part in the completion of the 108 Kundiya Rudra Mahamrityunjay 
Mahayagya organized at the Taposthali of Yogi Baba Balnath in Bavdi. Mr. Shah 
also addressed the Sanatan Dharma Sammelan. He said that Baba Balnath 
worked for public welfare, service to animals and birds, environmental protection 

and social harmony, which his followers are continuously carrying forward. Mr. 
Shah said that the Nath sect has worked to strengthen the Sanatan Dharma. 
Huge number of Devotees from various states, including Rajasthan, were 
attended this grand religious event celebrating tradition and spirituality. Chief 

Minister of Rajasthan Bhajan Lal Sharma also addressed the gathering.  Union 
Minister Bhupendra Yadav, Jaipur Rural MP Rao Rajendra, and several MLAs also 
participated in the program. 
 

REV PREZ- PORTUGAL VISIT :  President of India, Droupadi Murmu, today 

departed for Lisbon the first leg of her two nation State Visit to Portugal and 

Slovakia. During her visit to Portugal, President Murmu will meet and hold 
delegation-level talks with her counterpart, President Marcelo Rebelo de Sousa. 

She will also meet Portugal’s Prime Minister, Luis Montenegro, and the President 
of the National Assembly, Jose Pedro Aguiar-Branco.  

 In Slovakia, President Murmu will hold bilateral meetings with Slovak 
President Peter Pellegrini and Prime Minister Robert Fico.  

 The President's visit to Portugal is taking place after a gap of 27 years, and 
comes as India and Portugal are celebrating 50 years of diplomatic relations. 
India and Portugal share historic and friendly bilateral ties which have evolved 
over the years into a modern and dynamic partnership. The visit will provide 

further impetus to India’s growing relations with Portugal.  
 Her Slovakia visit will be the first visit of the President of India in 29 years. 
The State Visit by President will provide an opportunity to further strengthen and 
broaden bilateral relations of India with Portugal and Slovakia and will also 

strengthen India and EU relationship.  
 
MYANMAR- RAINS HAMPER RELIEF: Heavy rains have struck parts of 

earthquake-hit Myanmar, worsening relief efforts and increasing the risk of 
disease outbreaks. The death toll from the March 28 magnitude 7.7 quake has 

risen to at least 3,471, with over 4,600 injured and 214 missing. In Mandalay, 
near the quake’s epicenter, rains and strong winds hit tent camps, soaking 

survivors and their belongings. More rain and temperatures up to 37°C are 



expected, raising fears of cholera and other illnesses. The earthquake severely 

damaged six regions, including the capital Naypyidaw, disrupting power and 
communications. Over 5,000 buildings and hundreds of schools, temples, 
hospitals, and bridges were destroyed. Aid efforts remain strained amid an 
ongoing civil war and a deepening humanitarian crisis affecting millions.  
 
  
 REV. BJP FOUNDATION DAY: BJP National President Jagat Prakash Nadda 

today said that the BJP has never compromised with its ideology for power and 

position. Addressing the party workers at BJP headquarters in New Delhi, Mr 
Nadda said that the party’s ideology is affiliated to the Indian tradition and 

culture. He added that BJP is also a cadre-based and mass-based party, 
committed to inclusive and humanistic growth which has let it to be the world’s 

largest political party. Mr Nadda also remembered founding fathers and 
instrumental leaders of the Jana Sangh and BJP including Syama Prasad 

Mookerjee, Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhyay, Atal Bihari Vajpayee, Lal Krishna 
Advani and Jagannathrao Joshi.  
Mr Nadda also mentioned that for the next week, party workers will visit around 
5 lakh booths and also visit members of the Jan Sangh or any founding member 

of the BJP. 

 
 BRAZIL- NEW CLIMATE BODY: Brazil has proposed the creation of a new 
international body to accelerate global climate action. The plan is shared ahead 

of this year’s UN climate conference (Conference of the Parties - COP30) in 
Belem, a city in northern Brazil, in November 2025. The plan suggests forming a 

"Climate Change Council" under the United Nations Framework Convention on 
Climate Change (UNFCCC). 

 The council would aim to fast-track decisions made at COP meetings, 
better coordinate international efforts, and make climate action more effective. 

Brazil says the current process is too slow and complex. 
 While the idea has sparked interest, key developed countries - including 
Germany, the Netherlands, and Sweden - have responded with caution. They 

support the need for reform but warn that any changes must not weaken the 
core UNFCCC process that guides international climate negotiations. 
 The proposal remains informal for now, but it is expected to be a major 
talking point at COP30 later this year.
