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GIG WORKERS: State Chief Minister A. Revanth Reddy has directed the
officials to consider the public opinions and finalise the draft bill relating to Gig,
platform workers safety by 25th of this month. He asked them to keep the draft
available to people. He held a special meeting with senior officials of various
departments, representatives of unions of Gig and platform workers. He also
expressed his intention to bring in force the new law from May 1st. Ministers
Ponguleti Srinivas Reddy, Ponnam Prabhakar advisors to the government and state
Chief Secretary Shanthi Kumari among others attended the meeting. An official
release stated that the Labour ministry prepared the draft bill to ensure safety,
insurance and other rights for these gig workers. About 4 lakh gig workers are in
the state in food and package delivery and as cab drivers. ----MSL 11

SC-GO: The Telangana government today issued an order regarding the
implementation of the sub categorisation of scheduled castes after the approval of
the Supreme Court. The issuance of GO coincides with the birth anniversary of BR
Ambedkar, architect of the Indian Constitution. The 56 SC castes were divided into
3 groups, and reservations - 1% for Group A, 9% for Group B, and 5% for Group
C were allocated. On this occasion, Minister Uttam Kumar Reddy, who is also the
chairman of the Cabinet Sub-Committee on Classification, stated that SC




classification will henceforth be implemented in education and employment. He
said that this will apply to all government job notifications issued by the state from
today onwards. Under this classification, any government job vacancies will first
be filled with candidates from Group-1 castes. If suitable candidates are not
available in that group, the vacancies will be filled with candidates from Group-2,
and then from Group-3. If no candidates are available in any of the three groups,
the vacancies will be carried forward. On March 18, the Telangana Assembly
passed the Telangana Scheduled Castes (Rationalization of Reservations) Act
2025, and the Sub Categorization Act received the assent of the Telangana
Governor on April 8. (MSL) 17(SB-UTTAM )
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KTR: Bharat Rashtra Samithi Working President K.T. Rama Rao demanded that
the Congress party, including its top leaders Mallikarjun Kharge, Sonia Gandhi,
and Rahul Gandbhi, issue a public apology to the people of Telangana for deceiving
the Dalit community with unfulfilled promises.
