CHAR DHAM YATRA 

 Uttrakhand Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami held a meeting with 
district magistrates from across the state to review the arrangements for 
the Char Dham Yatra 2025, which is scheduled to begin tomorrow. In a 
social media post, Mr Dhami said, devotees will be able to have darshan of 
Baba Kedar at Kedarnath Dham from the 2nd of May. The registration for 
Char Dham Yatra 2025 also began yesterday. Special counters are being 
set up for specially-abled individuals, senior citizens, and foreign nationals. 
Moreover, 20 free registration counters have been established. 
Uttarakhand government has made elaborate arrangements to manage the 
influx of devotees for the annual pilgrimage, which draws thousands to the 
sacred sites of Yamunotri, Gangotri, Kedarnath, and Badrinath. Chief 
Minister has issued instructions to tighten security in view of the Char 
Dham Yatra and even otherwise in the state.

 In IPL T20 Cricket, Vaibhav Suryavanshi’s historic century, alongside 
Yashasvi Jaiswal’s unbeaten 70 saw Rajasthan Royals register an emphatic 
eight-wicket victory over Gujarat Titans at the Sawai Mansingh Stadium in 
Jaipur last night. Chasing a target of 210 runs set by Gujarat Titans, 
Rajasthan Royals scored 212 runs for two wickets in the 15.5 overs. 
Vaibhav Suryavanshi, who scored 101 runs in 38 balls was declared Player 
of the Match. Suryavanshi’s 101-run innings, saw him surpassed Manish 
Pandey, Rishabh Pant and Devdutt Padikkal to shatter the record of the 
youngest centurion in tournament history as he did it at the age of 14 
years 32 days. It is also the second fastest century in the tournament, 
behind only Chris Gayle who did it in 30 deliveries, and the fastest century 
by an Indian, surpassing Yusuf Pathan's record of 37 deliveries.  
 Earlier, hosts Royals won the toss and opted to bowl first. Batting 
first, Gujarat Titans made 209 for four wickets in the stipulated twenty 
overs. For Gujarat Titans, skipper Shubman Gill was the highest scorer with 
84 runs while Jos Buttler made unbeaten 50 runs and Sai Sudharsan 
scored valuable 39 runs. For Rajasthan Royals, Maheesh Theekshana 
scalped two wickets while Jofra Archer and Sandeep Sharma took a wicket 



each. For Gujarat Titans, Prasidh Krishna and Rashid Khan took a wicket 
each.

 Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has underscored the need 
to achieve the target of one billion UPI transactions per day within the next 
two to three years. She has stressed the importance of accelerating the 
internationalization of UPI with the development of interoperable 
frameworks. The Finance Minister today chaired a meeting in New Delhi to 
review various aspects and the way ahead for the Unified Payments 
Interface (UPI) ecosystem. The meeting was attended by senior officials 
from the Finance Ministry, Reserve Bank of India, and National Payments 
Corporation of India. 
The Finance Minister encouraged officials to intensify efforts to onboard 
more users and merchants onto the UPI platform to broaden its reach and 
impact. She also asked all stakeholders to work collaboratively to address 
infrastructure gaps, enhance the end-user experience, and improve 
cybersecurity architecture. The Union Finance Minister directed the 
National Payments Corporation of India to reinforce UPI’s robustness and 
prevent future disruptions. 
According to the Finance Ministry, UPI is witnessing significant growth. 
From the financial year 2019-20 to 2024-25, UPI transactions registered a 
compound annual growth rate of 72 percent. Around 26 crore new users 
and 5.5 crore new merchants have been successfully onboarded onto the 
UPI platform between the financial years 2021-22 and 2024-25. UPI now 
has approximately 45 crore active users. In the last financial year, UPI 
transactions amounted to 261 lakh crore rupees, registering a 30 percent 
year-on-year growth.

Marine fighter aircrafts. The Inter-Governmental Agreement (IGA) was 
signed by Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and Minister of Armed Forces of 
France Sebastien Lecornu in New Delhi. Out of 26 Rafale Marine aircrafts, 
22 will be single seater and four double seater and these will be designed 
and prepared as per the requirement of the Indian Navy. The delivery of 



these aircraft would be completed by 2030. The signed copies of the 
agreement, aircraft package supply protocol and weapons package supply 
protocol were exchanged by Indian and French officials in the presence of 
Defence Secretary Rajesh Kumar Singh at Nausena Bhawan, New Delhi.

The agreement includes training, simulator, associated 
equipment, weapons and performance-based logistics. It also 
includes additional equipment for the existing Rafale fleet of the 
Indian Air Force. The agreement will facilitate transfer of 
technology for integration of indigenous weapons in the country 
and setting up of production facilities for Rafale Fuselage as well 
as Maintenance, Repair and Overhaul facilities for aircraft engine, 
sensors and weapons. The deal is expected to generate thousands 
of jobs and revenue for Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises. 
With the induction of Rafale Marine aircrafts, the strength of the 
Navy will increase manifold and these fighter aircraft will be 
deployed in aircraft carriers like INS Vikramaditya and INS 
Vikrant. Rafale will be equipped with advanced weapon systems 
and missiles. Manufactured by France's Dassault Aviation, the 
Rafale-Marine is a carrier-borne combat-ready aircraft with 
proven operational capabilities in maritime environments.
