The government is all set to move the Waqgf (Amendment) Bill, 2024
for consideration and passing in the Lok Sabha today. Parliamentary
Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju, who also holds the charge of the Ministry of
Minority Affairs, has said, eight hours have been allocated for the
discussion on the Bill in the House. Talking to the media at Parliament
House, Mr Rijiju said, during the Business Advisory Committee meeting, it
was agreed that the time for the discussion may be increased after taking
the sense of the House. Mr. Rijiju added that the government is ready to
answer all the questions over the bill. The Minister alleged that opposition
parties are opposing the legislation due to their appeasement politics.

It also intends to overcome the
shortcomings of the previous Act and enhance the efficiency of
Waqf boards by introducing changes such as updating the
definitions of Wagqf. improving the registration process, and

MORN. RBI-2000 BANKNOTES RETURNED

The Reserve Bank of India, RBI has said 98.21 per cent of the 2000
rupee bank notes have been returned to the banking system. On May 19,
2023, the RBI had announced the withdrawal of bank notes of 2000 Rupee
denomination, from circulation. The RBI said, in a statement issued that
the total value of 2000 Rs banknotes in circulation was 3.56 lakh crore Rs
at the close of business on May 19, 2023. It has since declined to 6,366
crore Rs at the close of business on March 31 this year.

The facility for deposit and/or exchange of the Rs 2000 banknotes
was available at all bank branches till October 7, 2023. However, this



facility is still available at the 19 issue offices of the Reserve Bank. People
can also send Rs 2000 banknotes through India Post from any post office
within the country to any of the RBI issue offices for credit to their bank
accounts. The 2000 Rs banknotes continue to be legal tender. <><>

OVERALL MYANMAR-QUAKE

In Myanmar, death toll in last week's devastating earthquake has
crossed 2,700. Myanmar's military leader Min Aung Hlaing said in a
televised address yesterday that the toll has reached 2,719 and is expected
to rise to more than three thousand. He said 4,521 people have been
injured, and 441 are missing.

Meanwhile, rescue operations are underway in the country in full
swing. India has launched Operation Brahma to provide necessary support,
including Search and Rescue, humanitarian aid, disaster relief and medical
assistance. The Ministry of External Affairs has said, the Army Field hospital
established by an Indian medical contingent has so far treated around 104
patients including two major surgeries. The Ministry also added that one
Indian Air Force aircraft, carrying 16 tonnes of Humanitarian Assistance
and Disaster Relief material, reached Mandalay Airport yesterday. The
humanitarian aid was handed over to Lieutenant General Myo Moe Aung
and Dignitaries of the Myanmar government. This was the first aircraft to
land at Mandalay for HADR aid. The Ministry said, the NDRF teams are
working and recovered five more bodies. The total count stands at 16 so
far. The NDRF is also conducting Search and Rescue operations at Ganga
Ghat Mandir.

A massive 7.7 magnitude earthquake, followed by a 6.4 magnitude
aftershock minutes later, struck country's Mandalay region on Friday,
causing massive casualties and damage. Strong tremors were also felt in
Thailand, Vietnam, Laos and southwest China.

RS-AIRCRAFT

The Rajya Sabha has passed the Protection of Interests in Aircraft
Objects Bill, 2025. The bill seeks to give legal effect to the convention on
International Interests in Mobile Equipment. The Bill also empowers the
central government to make rules to implement the provisions of the
Convention and the Protocol. The legislation designates the Directorate
General of Civil Aviation as the registry authority for the purposes of the
convention. The registry authority is responsible for registration and de-
registration of aircrafts.

Replying to the discussion on the bill, Civil Aviation Minister Ram
Mohan Naidu said, India is the third largest domestic Civil Aviation market
in the world. He said, in the last ten years tremendous progress has been
withessed in the aviation sector. Mr Naidu said, in 2014 the total domestic
passenger market was 60.7 million, which has doubled to 161.3 million.
The international passengers has also increased from 43 million in 2014 to
over 66 million in 2024. The Minister said, the number of aircraft and
airports have also increased in the country. He said, in 2014, the number
of aircraft in the country was around 359, which has increased to 840
aircraft. The Minister added that no other country in the world has
witnessed tremendous growth like India in the last ten years in aviation
sector.

Mr Naidu said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi has given the mantra of
Hawai Chappal se Hawai Jahaj ka Safar to fulfill the dreams of the common
man to fly. He highlighted that in the last ten, the NDA government has
brought revolution in the Civil Aviation sector.
