Meanwhile, the Indian Navy yesterday successfully carried out an
anti-ship missile exercise, and said that it is fully prepared for combat at
anytime, anywhere and in any manner to safeguard the maritime interests
of the country. This missile test was conducted from the Indian Naval
ships. This anti-ship firing drill conducted by the Navy has re-validated the
readiness of the platform, systems and personnel for conducting long-
range precision offensive strikes. The Navy said that they have carried out
several successful anti-ship missile firings to demonstrate the readiness of
the personnel.

Regardless of whether it is through
bilateral talks or mediation, we want to see tensions reduced and peace



maintained,” he said. On the possible impact of India-Pakistan tensions on
Bangladesh, Hossain noted that in today’s interconnected world, regional
developments inevitably have some degree of influence on all countries,
reports Bangladesh Sanghbad Sangstha (BSS).

Union Minister for Petroleum and Natural Gas Hardeep Singh
Puri, along with Delhi Chief Minister Rekha Gupta, launched the
Ayushman Vay Vandana Cards for Delhiites in New Delhi today.
The scheme provides 5 lakh rupees free health cover to all senior citizens
of the age 70 years and above irrespective of their socio-economic status.
The senior citizens of the age 70 years and above belonging to families
already covered under AB PM-JAY get an additional top-up cover up to 5
lakh rupees per year for themselves.
