He is expected to arrive from Srilanka to the
Naval airbase at Mandapam by IAF helicopter. As today is the auspicious

Temple. Apart from inaugurating the sea lift bridge,he will also inaugurate
and lay foundation for Rs.8300 Crore worth rail and road projects. Mr.Modi



will flag off the Rameswaram Tambaram Express and also flag off a ship
which will first pass through the vertical lift sea bridge.

The rail will pass through the newly laid track for the first time.The
expected life span of the bridge is 58 years. It has an automated electro
mechanical lift system which will help the bridge rise to 17 meters allowing
smooth ship passing through . The bridge built at a cost of Rs.550 Crore
carries a deep cultural significance to the Ramayana and links
Rameswaram to the mainland.The bridge is constructed with stainless steel
reinforcement, high grade protective paint and fully welded joints. It is
designed for dual rail tracks to accommodate future demands, and a
special coating to protect against corrosion. The century old defunct
Bridge was constructed in 1914 and was the only link between
Rameswaram and the mainland and served as a cultural icon .
