REV RBI - MPC

A 3-day meeting of Reserve Bank of India's Monetary Policy
Committee (MPC) will begin in Mumbai today to decide the key benchmark
interest rates or repo rates. The meeting will be the first monetary policy
meeting for the financial year 2025-26, which will determine the outcome
of the key lending rates for the central bank, scheduled to be announced
on Wednesday. RBI conducts the Monetary Policy Committee meeting
every two months in a year, marking six meetings for a financial year
where it decides on the interest rates based on multiple factors like money
supply, inflation outlook, and other macroeconomic indicators.

'This meeting marks the first MPC session of the new fiscal
vear and comes shortly after the Union Budget 2025, which
emphasized boosting consumption through income tax slab
changes. Economists and market analysts will closely monitor the
committee's decisions, particularly reqgarding any changes to the
repo rate, which currently stands at 6.25percent. The MPC's
stance will provide insights into the RBI's approach to balancing

economic growth and inflation control in the upcoming fiscal year.

ISRAEL-US TALKS

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu is set to meet with US
President Donald Trump in the White House this evening. The two leaders



are expected to discuss several key issues, including the new tariffs
recently imposed by Trump on Israel, the ongoing hostage negotiations
with Hamas, potential tensions between Israel and Tirkiye in Syria, and
joint efforts to counter Iran and its proxy network. Netanyahu would
become the first foreign leader to meet President Donald Trump in person
following the imposition of sweeping new US tariffs. The visit is likely to
focus on negotiations to remove those tariffs, as well as discussions on the
Iran nuclear threat and the ongoing war in Gaza.

IMD - ALERT

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued yellow alert for
Delhi and red alert for Gujarat as scorching heatwave conditions have
gripped several states. IMD has issued yellow alert for heatwave conditions
the two days for the national capital. A red alert has been issued for
Gujarat for today, while an orange alert has been issued from April 8 to 10,
with Saurashtra and Kutch regions facing severe heat wave conditions. 21
cities across five states have recorded temperatures above 42 degrees
Celsius. IMD has predicted further heat wave conditions for 21 cities across
Delhi, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Gujarat, and Odisha.
Other states including Bihar and Uttar Pradesh are also likely to witness
scorching heat.

The heat in Rajasthan's Barmer has set new records. Yesterday, the
maximum temperature was 45.6 degrees Celsius - the highest ever in the
first week of April. The departure is 6.8 degrees above normal. An orange
alert has been issued for Rajasthan for April 7 and 8, while a yellow alert
has been issued for April 9 and 10.

Heat wave conditions are expected in isolated areas of Himachal
Pradesh today. Haryana and Chandigarh may see similar conditions till 10th
of this month.

President Droupadi Murmu arrived in Lisbon early this morning on the first
leg of her state visit to Portugal and Slovakia. President Murmu will hold
delegation level talks with her Portugal counterpart Marcelo Rebelo de
Sousa. She will also meet Prime Minister Luis Montenegro and the Speaker
of Parliament, Jose Pedro Aguiar Branco. The Mayor of Lisbon will also host



a special event in her honour. President will also meet members of Indian
community in Portugal and she is likely to meet some Indian researchers
from various universities and academic institutions.

PM MUDRA LOAN

Over 52 crore loans worth more than 32 lakh crore rupees have been
sanctioned under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana till date. The scheme was



launched in 2015 to provide collateral-free loans of up to ten lakh rupees to
non-corporate, non-farm small and micro enterprises, aiming to facilitate
financial inclusion and empower entrepreneurs. Under the scheme, three
categories of loans are being provided. This include Shishu of loan up to
50 thousand rupees, Kishor upto five lakh rupees and Tarun upto ten
lakh rupees.

Nearly 70 per cent of Mudra loans have been availed by women
entrepreneurs, enhancing their financial independence and contributing to
gender equality. The scheme has fostered a sense of self-reliance among
marginalized groups by enabling them to sustain their livelihoods through
entrepreneurship. SC, ST and OBC entrepreneurs have received over 50
per cent of all Mudra loans. Over the years, Mudra Yojana has reshaped
India’s entrepreneurial landscape, drawing global recognition as a model
for financial inclusion.
