Ayushman Bharat Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana is the
largest health assurance scheme in the world which aims at
providing a health cover of five lakh rupees per family per year for
secondary and tertiary care hospitalization. Delhi has become the

Cricket, at the Los Angeles 2028 Olympic Games, will be played in the
T20 format, with six teams each competing in the Men’s and Women's
tournaments.
