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NCW - NHRC - KOLKATA

National Commission for Women (NCW) Chairperson Vijaya Rahatkar
arrived in Kolkata last evening to lead an inquiry into the recent violence in
Murshidabad following protests against the Wagf (Amendment) Act 2025.
Rahatkar, who is part of the probe committee constituted by the NCW, will
visit affected areas, including Malda and Murshidabad, over the next three
days. While speaking to reporters, she said her visit aims to boost the
morale of women who have been left traumatised by the communal unrest.
The NCW team plans to interact directly with the victims, document their
experiences, and recommend necessary protection and rehabilitation
measures to the authorities.

Meanwhile, a team from the National Human Rights Commission
(NHRC) is set to visit a refugee camp in Malda today. The visit comes in
the wake of violence that erupted on April 11 during protests against the
Wagf (Amendment) Act, which resulted in the deaths of three people,
injuries to several others, and widespread property damage. Several
families have been displaced, with many migrating to Jharkhand's Pakur
district, while others have taken refuge in relief camps set up in Malda.
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PM BOOK LAUNCH

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Calcutta High Court

The Calcutta High Court has directed the formation of a three-member
committee for the identification and rehabilitation of people displaced by
the violence which took place during the protests over the Waqgf Act in
Murshidabad district. The court said that the three-member committee will
consist of an official each from the National Human Rights Commission and
the West Bengal Human Rights Commission, besides the member secretary
of the State Legal Services Authority. They will have to submit their report
by May 15, 2025.

Maharashtra
The Maharashtra government has announced that Hindi will be a
compulsory third language from Classes I to V in Marathi and English
medium schools, in line with the National Education Policy, NEP 2020.
Currently, only Marathi and English are mandatory from Classes I to IV in
these schools.

Gangster Harpreet Singh
Wanted gangster Harpreet Singh, alias Happy Passia, who reportedly
plotted 14 terrorist attacks in Punjab, has been detained by Immigration
and Customs Enforcement in the US. He was also wanted by India's
premier anti-terror body, the National Investigation Agency (NIA). Earlier
this year, NIA had announced a reward of 5 lakh rupees on Passia over his
alleged involvement in grenade attacks on a house in Chandigarh and
police stations in Punjab.

Passia, a close associate of Pakistan-based gangster-turned-terrorist
Harvinder Singh Sandhu, alias Rinda, has been involved in several terrorist
activities in Punjab.

India asks Pakistan
