JHARKHAND -NAXAL

In Jharkhand, around 8 naxals have been killed in an encounter
between Naxalites and a joint team of police and paramilitary forces in the
foothills of Lugu hill in Bokaro since early morning today. In Bokaro
encounter, Vivek, a maoist with a reward of Rs 1 crore, was also killed
during the encounter. DGP Jharkhand Anurag Gupta said that a total of 8
dead bodies of Maoists have been recovered so far by the troops. One AK
series rifle, one SLR, three INSAS rifles, one Pistol and eight country-made
Bharmar rifles and other weapons have also been recovered in the search
operation. Mr Gupta said that the Naxalites who have fled during the
encounter are being surrounded. CRPF officials said that the firing has
stopped but operations are underway, while there has been no injury
reported to the forces.

BIP today hit out at senior Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for his
comments against the Election Commission during his US visit and accused
him of trying to defame Indian democracy in abroad. Briefing media in New
Delhi, party spokesperson Sambit Patra attacked Mr Gandhi for his remarks
on last Maharashtra assembly polls saying the Congress leader should
answer whether the Jharkhand assembly polls, where Congress and its
allies won, was also compromised. He added that BJP won 240 seats, while
Congress only secured 99 seats in the 2024 Lok Sabha polls, yet, the
Congress celebrated and claimed it as a loss for the BIP. Mr Patra
underlined that it was possible because India has a free and fair election
system. The BIP leader said Rahul Gandhi, who insults India in abroad,
must remember that he is facing corruption charges in National Hearld
case and is out on bail on a bond of 50 thousand rupees.

Union Minister for Electronics and Information Technology Ashwini
Vaishnaw has said that Direct Beneift Trasfer- DBT initiative of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi has saved three lakh 48 thousand crore rupees by
reducing leakage. Quoting a policy paper titled a Quantitative Assessment
of India’s DBT System, Mr Vaishnaw in a social media post said that under
this welfare delivery model , the coverage of beneficiaries has increased
by 16 times. According to the policy paper, the country's DBT system,
implemented in 2013, has redefined welfare delivery by enhancing



transparency, curbing leakages, and ensuring precise fund distribution.
This policy document evaluates a decade of data from 2009 to 2024 to
assess DBT's impact on budgetary efficiency, subsidy rationalization, and
social outcomes. It added that Aadhaar-linked authentication eliminated
ghost beneficiaries, enabling coverage expansion without proportional
fiscal. It said DBT has optimized resource utilization, enabling broader
beneficiary reach with lower fiscal outlays. By replacing inefficient subsidies
with targeted transfers, India has achieved measurable gains in welfare
efficiency.

EVE. J&K-LANDSLIDES

In Jammu & Kashmir, relief and rescue operations are underway
since last night as roads are closed down due to landslides following cloud
burst in Seri Bagna area of Ramban district in Jammu region. Three people
were killed in the incident including two children and one old aged person.
More that 100 people were rescued. The officials informed that there have
been heavy hailstorm, multiple landslides and gusty winds throughout last
night in the Ramban region and the surrounding areas. The landslides and
flash floods destroyed many properties in Ramban and also some vehicles
along Srinagar Jammu National Highway in Ramban area. The historic
Mughal Road, the alternate National Highway which connects twin border
districts of Rajouri and Poonch of Jammu division with the Shopian district
in Kashmir valley has been reopened for vehicular traffic. The highway was
opened only for light motor vehicles (LMVs) travelling from Poonch towards
Shopian. However, the Jammu-Srinagar National Highway (NH-44),
Srinagar-Sonamarg-Gumri (SSG) Road, and Sinthan Road continue to
remain closed due to prevailing weather and road conditions. The
authorities have advised commuters to refrain from travelling on these
closed routes until further notice. Travelers are urged to stay updated
through official channels for real-time information.
