REV. J&K-AMIT SHAH:

Union Home Minister Mr Amit Shah held a high level review meeting with
senior officials in Srinagar after the dastardly terrorist attack on tourists in
Pahalgam. The Home Minister is scheduled to visit the site of the terrorist
attack along with Lieutenant Governor Manoj Sinha today. He is also
expected to interact with eyewitnesses and visit the hospitals where the
injured are being treated. Union Home Minister landed in Srinagar last
night and proceeded directly to Raj Bhawan. Earlier, the Home Minister
also held a meeting with the concerned officials through video conferencing
over the incident. Expressing his anguish Mr Shah asserted that those
involved in this dastardly act of terror wil not be spared.

MORN. J&K TERRORISTS ATTACK

In Jammu and Kashmir, security across the Kashmir Valley has been
increased manifold after killing of several tourists in a terrorist attack in
Pahalgam yesterday. The location of the attack is around 85 kilometres
from Srinagar, in South Kashmir's Anantnag district. The joint combing
operation by Army, CRPF, and J&K Police is underway in the region. The



operation has been expanded to 5 Kilometre radius from the attack
location in Pahalgam. Special forces, sniffer dogs and other technical
intelligence means have been deployed to track down the attackers.
Additional checkpoints have been set up on highways and in sensitive
areas and quick reaction teams have been deployed near key installations
and tourist hotspots. Northern Army Commander Lt Gen MV Suchendra
Kumar will be briefed by local formation commanders in Srinagar today on
the present security situation in the Valley.

The frisking operations in Srinagar, and other tourist places like
Gulmarg and Sonamarg have been intensified. Security has been increased
around small, medium, and large hotels where tourists are staying to
prevent any potential incidents. The attack targeting tourists at the peak of
the spring travel season has raised serious concerns. Top security sources
said that the final figure of those killed is being compiled as rescue and
identification efforts continue.

J&K-PAHALGAM UPDATES

In Jammu and Kashmir, Bandh Calls have been announced to
protest the killing of Tourists in Pahalgam. The Valley business and travel
trade bodies have announced a Kashmir Bandh tomorrow in protest against
the barbaric killing.

The statements jointly issued by the Chamber of Commerce and
Industries Kashmir (CCIK), Jammu and Kashmir Hoteliers Club (JKHC), All
Travel Associations, transporters, restaurant owners, and civil society
groups. “We have called for Kashmir Bandh on April 23.Several religious
amalgamations have supported the bandh call.

In Jammu region, the Jammu bandh has also been called by business
bodies and cross section of the society.

People from multiple areas across Jammu and Kashmir organised
candlelight protests to express their sympathy with the tourists who were
attacked by terrorists in the Pahalgam area of South Kashmir’s Anantnag
district.

Reports said Northern Army Commander Lt Gen MV Suchendra
Kumar is arriving to Srinagar from New Delhi tomorrow.

He will be briefed by local formation commanders on the present security
situation in Kashmir Valley.

Saudi
Arabia has expressed interest in investing in a wide range of sectors in
India, including energy, petrochemicals, infrastructure, technology and
fintech. Prime Minister Modi also expressed his appreciation to His
Royal Highness Crown Prince Mohammed bin Salman for the care and
support extended to the 2.7 million-strong Indian diaspora living in the
Kingdom.
