NT. LS PASSES WAQF BILL 
 The Lok Sabha has passed the Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2025 
negating the amendments moved by opposition. The Bill was 
cleared by the House with 288 Members voted in favour of it while 
232 Members voted against the Bill. The Lower House held 
discussion over the Bill for over 12 hours till late night. 
 The Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2025 aims to streamline the 
management of Waqf properties, with provisions to safeguard 
heritage sites and promote social welfare. The legislation also 
aims to improve governance by enhancing transparency in 
property management, streamlining coordination between Waqf 
Boards and local authorities and protecting stakeholder’s rights. 
The Bill also seeks to improve the economic and social status of 
Muslim women, particularly widows and divorced women. The Bill 
aims at making the Waqf Board more inclusive, having 
representation from different Muslim sects for better Waqf 
governance and decision-making.    
 Replying to a debate on the Bill, Minority Affairs Minister 
Kiren Rijiju said, such assumption that non-Muslims will interfere 
in the Waqf Board dealings is wrong. He said, India is safest 
country for the minorities. Rejecting the allegation leveled by 
opposition of government being anti-minority, he said, Narendra 
Modi government has taken care of even the smallest minority 
community like the Parsis. Responding to the allegations of 
opposition members who termed the Bill unconstitutional, the 
Minister said, the opposition members have not been able to give 
any reason behind it. He said, if it is unconstitutional, then why no 
court struck it down. Mr Rijiju said, removal of waqf-by-user 
proposed is to avoid property disputes. 
   Initiating the discussion, Gaurav Gogoi of Congress 
accused the government of misleading the people on this bill. He said, this 
bill is against the constitution. He alleged that through this bill the 
government wants to dilute the constitution, defame minorities and divide 
Indian society. He also rejected Mr. Rijiju allegations that a total of 123 
properties in Delhi were transferred to Delhi Waqf Board during Congress 
rule. The Congress leader said the amendments in the current Act will 
create more problems. 



 Akhilesh Yadav of Samajwadi Party alleged that this Bill has been 
brought by the government to hide its failure related to price rise, 
unemployment, demonetisation and other issues. 
 TMC MP Kalyan Banerjee termed the proposed legislation as 
misconceived, irrational and arbitrary. He alleged that it is an attempt to 
curtail the rights of Muslim community. Mr Banerjee said, discharging of 
religious duties cannot be the basis of any legislation. 
 Krishna Prasad Tenneti of TDP supported the Bill. He said Waqf 
properties worth 1.2 lakh crore rupees and over 36 lakh acres of land 
present an opportunity for economic and social transformation for 
minorities. 
 JD (U) Leader and Union Minister Rajiv Ranjan Singh (Lalan) said, 
since the beginning of the discussion, attempts have been made to create 
an atmosphere as if the Bill is anti-Muslim. He said, the Bill is not anti-
Muslim at all. Mr Singh said, Waqf is a sort of Trust which is formed to 
work in the interest of Muslims.  
 Intervening in the debate, Union Home Minister Amit Shah said, no 
non-Muslim will come into the Waqf. He said, there is no such provision to 
include any non-Muslim among those who manage the religious 
institutions. Mr Shah said, this is a huge misconception that this Bill will 
interfere with the religious conduct of Muslims and interfere with the 
property donated by them.  
 Asaduddin Owaisi of AIMIM claimed that the bill goes 
against the constitutional provision of equality of all religions. He 
said, this bill is a grave violation of Article 26. 
 K C Venugopal and Imran Masood of Congress, Iqra Hasan of 
Samajwadi Party, Jagdambika Pal and Nishikant Dubey of BJP, 
Chandra Prakash Chaudhary of AJSU, Francis George of KCM, Arun 
Bharti of LJP(R), ET Mohammed Basheer of IUML, Gurmeet Singh 
of AAP, K Subbarayan of CPI, Mallesh Babu of JD(S) participated 
in the discussion among others.      
 The House also gave approval to the Mussalman Wakf 
(Repeal) Bill, 2024 which repeals the Mussalman Wakf Act 1923. 
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REV. TRUMP TARIFFS 

 US President Donald Trump has announced reciprocal tariffs 
on several countries including India, which will be charged 26 per 
cent of its imports. In a press conference at the Rose Garden in the 
White House, Mr. Trump said, the tariffs will not be fully reciprocal and the 
US will charge countries around half of the levies they put on Washington. 
He said, the US will calculate the combined rates of all tariffs, including 
non-tariff barriers, and charge them approximately half of what the 
countries have been levying on the US. President Trump also announced a 
20 per cent levy on imports from the European Union and 10 per cent from 
the UK - two of the main trade partners and allies of the United States. On 
Japan too, he levied a 24 per cent tariff. These tariffs, the White House 
said, come over and above a 10 per cent base import duty on all products 
imported into the United States. The import tariffs on other major 
countries are China 34 per cent, India 26 per cent, Bangladesh 37 
per cent, Pakistan 29 per cent, Sri Lanka 44 per cent and Israel 17 
per cent.  
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MYANMAR- CEASEFIRE  
      In Myanmar, the death toll from deadly 7.7 magnitude earthquake has 
risen to 3,003 with more than 4,500 people injured. Meanwhile, Myanmar’s 
ruling military declared a temporary ceasefire in the country’s civil war to 
facilitate relief efforts. The surprise announcement by military leaders came 
late yesterday on state television which said the halt in fighting will run till 
April 22nd to show compassion for people affected by the quake. The 
announcement followed unilateral temporary ceasefires. The military 
warned that those groups must refrain from attacking the state and 
regrouping, or else face necessary measures. The resistance forces have 
also reserved the right to fight in self-defense.  
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MORN. IPL T20 CRICKET  
 In IPL T20 Cricket, Gujarat Titans defeated Royal Challengers 
Bengaluru by 8 wickets at M.Chinnaswamy Stadium in Bengaluru last night. 
Gujarat Titans comfortably achieved the target of 170 runs losing two 
wickets in 17.5 overs. Jos Buttler top-scored for Gujarat Titans with an 
unbeaten 73 off 39 balls. Earlier, put in to bat, RCB posted 169 for 8 in 
stipulated 20 overs. For Gujarat, Mohammed Siraj claimed highest 3 

wickets. He was declared player of the Match.  

 Punjab Kings are leading the standings followed by Delhi Capitals on 
second and RCB on 3rd position. Today, Defending champions Kolkata 
Knight Riders will face Sunrisers Hyderabad at Eden Gardens, Kolkata. The 
match will start at 7.30 PM.

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LS- RESOLUTION MANIPUR 
 The Lok Sabha adopted a Statutory Resolution confirming imposition 
of President's Rule in Manipur. The House held a brief discussion on the 
resolution in which Shashi Tharoor of Congress, Lalji Verma of SP, Arvind 
Sawant of Shiv Sena (UBT), Saayoni Ghosh of TMC and others spoke on 
the resolution and raised the issue of violence in the State and the 
hardships faced by the people there. Replying to a debate on the Statutory 
Resolution in the House, Union Home Minister Amit Shah said that the 
government is making all out efforts to restore normalcy in Manipur. He 
said, the first priority of the government is to bring peace in the State. He 
added that in the last four months, no death has been reported in the 
State. He said, the government wants the peace to be restored soon in the 
State. Mr Shah said that after the imposition of President's rule in Manipur, 
the government held meetings  with the two groups. After completing the 
business, the Lok Sabha was adjourned to meet at 11 AM today. 
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MORN. PM THAILAND VISIT

The Bangkok Vision 2030 
will be adopted at the Summit, and the Report of the BIMSTEC Eminent 
Persons' Group will also be endorsed to chart the future direction of 
BIMSTEC.

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JAPAN QUAKE 

 In Japan, a strong earthquake measuring 6.0 on the Richter Scale 
struck Kyushu region today at 7:34 PM (IST). According to the National 
Center for Seismology (NCS), the earthquake occurred at a depth of 30 
kilometers, with its epicenter recorded at Latitude 31.09 N and Longitude 
131.47E. There have been no immediate reports of casualties or significant 
damage. Japan is known for its frequent earthquakes due to its location on 
the Pacific Ring of Fire. This area is prone to seismic activity, making it 
important for residents to be prepared. This comes just days after a deadly 
quake in Myanmar. The quake sent shockwaves through the region, 
causing concern among residents and officials. Authorities are now 
assessing the damage and keeping an eye out for any aftershocks. The 
recent events have heightened awareness and caution among the 
population.

Immigration 



Parliament has passed the Immigration and Foreigners Bill, 2025 with 

the Rajya Sabha approving it today. The Lok Sabah has already passed 

the bill. The legislation seeks to regulate the immigration, entry, and 

stay of foreigners in India. It repeals the Passport (Entry into India) Act, 

1920, the Registration of Foreigners Act, 1939, the Foreigners Act, 

1946, and the Immigration (Carriers’ Liability) Act, 2000. The Bill is 

intended to modernise the immigration laws and it has provisions to 

confer upon the Central Government certain powers with regard to 

passports, travel documents, visa and registration. The legislation has 

been brought to avoid multiplicity and overlapping of laws. Replying to 

a debate on the Bill in the House, Minister of State for Home Nityanand 

Rai said that the legislation will help upkeeping and manage all the 

updated records of the foreigners visiting India. He said, the legislation 

also intends to reduce overlapping of laws, enhance coordination 

among the concerned agencies and remove the complexity in 

management and verification of data. He said, the bill has been 

designed after three years of deep deliberation.
