RBI-POLICY

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) cut its policy repo rate by 25 basis
points to six per cent, for the second straight time having cut its rate for the
first time in five years back in February. Announcing this in Mumbai today, the
RBI Governor said that the six-member committee voted unanimously for the
rate cut in the first meeting of the financial year. The MPC also changed the
monetary policy stance from neutral to accommodative - signalling further
reductions in the repo rate.

Consequently the standing deposit facility (SDF) rate will be set at 5.75
per cent, while the marginal standing facility (MSF) rate and the Bank Rate
will be adjusted at 6.25 per cent.

While announcing the decisions, the RBI Governor said that MPC has
also decided to slash the GDP growth forecast to 6.5 per cent in 2025-26 from
6.7 per cent projected earlier. He added that retail inflation is expected to be
4 per cent in 2025-26. The MPC met on 7, 8 and 9 April.

To strengthen investor protection and curb financial fraud, the
Securities and Exchange Board of India,SEBI has directed its regulated
entities to adhere to the latest guidelines set by the Telecom Regulatory
Authority of India, TRAI). In a statement, SEBI today announced that all
regulated entities must use the ‘1600’ phone number series exclusively for
service and transactional voice calls to their existing customers. The markets
regulator emphasized that investors should familiarize themselves with the
new '1600' number series to easily identify and respond to calls from
SEBI-regulated entities, thereby improving security and reducing the risk of
fraud by unscrupulous parties using regular 10-digit numbers.

US-CHINA TARIFFS

Tariffs of 104 per cent on Chinese imports into the United States will
come into effect on Wednesday, White House Press Secretary Karoline
Leavitt announced. This is in addition to the Chinese tariffs that were in place
before President Donald Trump’s second term. China was already set to face



a 34 per cent tariff increase on Wednesday as part of President Trump’s
'reciprocal’ tariffs package. However, the US president added another 50 per
cent after Beijing did not back down from its promise to impose 34 per cent
retaliatory tariffs on US goods by Tuesday, resulting in an additional 84 per
cent in duties. The White House Press Secretary said, countries like China,
who have chosen to retaliate and try to double down on their mistreatment of
American workers, are making a mistake. In February, President Trump
initially imposed a 10 per cent tariff on all Chinese goods,. Last month, he
doubled those rates. Additionally, dozens of other countries, along with the
European Union, face a midnight deadline for new tariff rates, ranging from
11 per cent to 50 per cent , as outlined by President Trump last week.

Nearly 70 countries have approached the US to begin negotiations over
the tariffs, according to the White House.

Meanwhile, UN Secretary-General Antdnio Guterres cautioned that
nobody wins in a trade war, with the most significant impacts being felt by
the poorest countries. He expressed concern that the consequences of trade
wars are overwhelmingly negative, especially for vulnerable developing
nations. Nobody wins with a trade war, everybody tends to lose, Mr.Guterres
said, emphasizing the devastation for the world’s most vulnerable
populations.
