The Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12 Noon following a ruckus
created by the opposition parties over the issue of reciprocal tariff imposed by
the US on India. As soon as the House met for the day, Congress, DMK and
others started sloganeering and some members trooped into the well over
the issue. On the other hand, treasury bench members demanded an apology
from Senior Congress leader Sonia Gandhi over her comments that the Waqgf
(Amendment) Bill is an assault on the Constitution. Amid ruckus, Speaker Om
Birla tried to take up the Question Hour but in vain. Later, he adjourned the
House till 12 Noon.

Meanwhile, Rajya Sabha has also been adjourned till 12 Noon following
uproar by the treasury bench members on the issue of teacher recruitment in
West Bengal. When the House assembled for the day, Laxmikant Bajpayee of
BJP cited the Supreme Court decision to uphold the dismissal of 25 thousand
teachers in West Bengal. He alleged that during the recruitment drive for the
teachers, reservation policy and other norms were not followed. TMC MP
tried to counter him. However, due to uproar, the House was adjourned by
Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar till 12 Noon. Today is the last day of the Budget
Session of the Parliament.

DAY PM-THAILAND

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is attending the 6th BIMSTEC Summit
underway in Bangkok, Thailand. In a social media post, Mr Modi reaffirmed
the commitment of BIMSTEC nations - Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, Myanmair,
Nepal, Sri Lanka and Thailand - to boost cooperation across diverse sectors.
He hoped that their efforts bring a positive difference in people’s lives.

The theme of the Summit is "BIMSTEC - Prosperous, Resilient and
Open." The Bangkok Vision 2030 will be adopted at the Summit, and the
Report of the BIMSTEC Eminent Persons' Group will also be endorsed to chart
the future direction of BIMSTEC.

Prime Minister Modi is on a two-day visit to Thailand. Yesterday, he held
bilateral talks with his Thai counterpart Paetongtarn Shinawatra. They
reviewed the entire range of bilateral cooperation between India and
Thailand. They discussed ways to further strengthen political exchanges,
defence and security partnership, strategic engagement, trade and
investment and people-to-people ties. They underlined the need to enhance



connectivity, health, science and technology, start-up, innovation, digital,
education, culture and tourism collaborations. Both leaders also discussed
ways to deepen cooperation for countering transnational organised crimes
including human trafficking, narcotics trafficking, and cyber scams. The two
Prime Ministers exchanged views on global issues and discussed ways of
forging closer cooperation in sub-regional, regional and multilateral fora,
including BIMSTEC, ASEAN and Mekong Ganga Cooperation.

Both leaders witnessed exchange of the Joint Declaration on the
Establishment of India-Thailand Strategic Partnership. They also witnessed
exchange of MoUs in the fields of handlooms and handicraft, digital
technologies, Micro Small and Medium Enterprises and maritime heritage.
Both leaders also welcomed the establishment of an India-Thailand Consular
Dialogue, which will further facilitate people-to-people contacts between the
two countries.

Following the BIMSTEC Summit, Prime Minister Modi will travel to Sri
Lanka later today for the second leg of his two-nation tour. During the
three-day state visit, Mr Modi will hold bilateral talks with President Anura
Kumara Disanayake. Earlier, President Disanayake had paid a State Visit to
India as his first visit abroad after assuming office. This will be the Prime
Minister's fourth visit to Sri Lanka during his tenure in office. India-Sri Lanka
relationship is rooted in deep civilizational links based on shared ties of
history, religion, culture, and strong people-to-people ties. Sri Lanka is an
integral part of India's Neighbourhood First Policy, and the relationship has
stood the test of time. <><><>

PARLIAMENT-RESOLUTION MANIPUR

Parliament has adopted a Statutory Resolution confirming imposition of
the President's Rule in Manipur with the Rajya Sabah giving its nod early this
morning. The Statutory Resolution is related to the Proclamation issued by
the President on the 13th February this year under article 356(1) of the
Constitution in relation to Manipur. The Lok Sabha has already approved it.

Replying to a debate on the Resolution, Union Home Minister Amit Shah
said that since November last year, no violence was reported in Manipur. He
also rejected the oppositon's allegation that the President's rule was imposed
in the State due to the failure in handling the situation. He also said, after the
resignation of State Chief Minister, no party came forward to stake claim to



form the government and in view of it, the President's Rule was imposed
there. Mr Shah also rejected the Congress allegation saying that there was
not any No-Confidence' motion against Manipur Chief Minister as Congress
did not had numbers to do so. The Home Minister said, 10 thousand youth
gave up arms and surrendered in the northeast. He added that since the
appointment of Ajay Kumar Bhalla as Governor of the State, peace is
prevailing there. He informed that two meetings of the two communites in
Manipur have already taken place and the third and final meeting of these
communites is expected to take place in New Delhi soon.

Earlier initiating a discussion on the resolution, Leader of the
Opposition Mallikarjun Kharge accused the Government of being failed in
controlling the violence in Manipur. He alleged that there is no strategy and
long-term policy with respect to Manipur. He also demanded an inquiry in
connection with the violence in the State. Mr Kharge said, the entire country
stands with the people of Manipur and this House must send out a message
of peace for the people there.

Dr Ajit Madhavrao Gopchade of the BJP supported the resolution and
said that the Narendra Modi governemnt has given five times more funds
than the Congress government. He said, there should be no politics on the
issue related to the stability of Manipur.

Derek O' Brien of the TMC, Dr Kanimozhi and NVN Somu of the DMK
and Sanjay Singh of the AAP also particpated in the discussion.
