TELANGANA - BHU BHARATI
With an aim to strengthen land security and bring transparency to
land records, Telangana state government will be dedicating the Bhu

Bharati (8] $TRfd) Act and the Bhu Bharati Land Portal to the nation later

this evening coinciding with the 134th birth anniversary of Dr. B.R.
Ambedkar. Revenue Minister P. Srinivasa Reddy announced this at a press
conference in Hyderabad. Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy will formally
unveil the new Act and the portal. Describing the initiative as a major step
towards safeguarding land rights, especially of farmers, the minister
emphasised that the Bhu Bharati Act is a fulfilment of the government's
promise to clean up land-related irregularities and ensure ownership
protection. The portal and Act will be implemented initially in three selected
blocks across different districts on a pilot basis. Based on the results, the
system will be rolled out in the entire state by June 2nd this year. Minister
stressed that, unlike previous administrations, which drafted laws hastily
and without public input, the Bhu Bharati Act has been shaped through
consultations with farmers, intellectuals, and domain experts. He assured
that the new portal is being developed in collaboration with the National
Informatics Centre (NIC) and will not disrupt ongoing land registrations. He
appealed to the public not to overload the portal by logging in all at once
after its launch, warning that such traffic could cause service disruptions.

DRDO-LASER WEAPON

For the first time, India has showcased its capability to shoot down
fixed-wing aircraft, missiles and swarm drones using a 30-kilowatt laser-
based weapon system. India has joined the list of selected countries,
including the US, China, and Russia, that have shown such a capability.
The Centre for High Energy Systems & Sciences CHESS, Hyderabad, a
premier Centre of Defence Research and Development Organisation DRDO
conducted a successful field demonstration of the Land version of Vehicle
mounted Laser Directed Weapon DEW MK-II(A) at Kurnool in Andhra
Pradesh today. DRDO said, it defeated the fixed wing Unmanned Aerial
Vehicle and Swarm Drones successfully causing structural damage and
disable the surveillance sensors. It said, with this successful trial, India has
joined the exclusive club of the Global powers who possess the high power
Laser DEW System.

Secretary, Department of Defence Research and Development and
Chairman DRDO, Dr. Samir V Kamat said, this is just the beginning of the
journey. He expressed confidence that the synergy that this lab has
achieved with other DRDO labs, industry and academia, it will take to the
the destination soon. Dr Kamat said, DRDO is also working on other high
energy systems like high energy microwaves, electromagnetic pulse and on
a number of technologies that will give the Star Wars capability.

He will travel to Hisar in the morning and flag off
commercial flight from Hisar to Ayodhya and lay the foundation stone of
the new terminal building of Hisar airport. Mr Modi will also address a



public meeting. Thereafter, the Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the
foundation stone of development projects in Yamunanagar and address a
gathering on the occasion. Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone of 800
MW modern thermal power unit of Deenbandhu Chhotu Ram Thermal
Power Plant at Yamunanagar to boost power infrastructure in the region
along with the vision of electricity reaching the last mile. Taking forward
the vision of GOBARDhan scheme, the Prime Minister will lay the
foundation stone of a Compressed Biogas Plant in Mukarabpur, in
Yamunanagar.
