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Indian armed forces thwarted all attempts by Pakistan to target northern and western cities using
drones and missiles last night. Pakistan troops also resorted to numerous ceasefire violations
along the Line of Control in Jammu and Kashmir. The Indian Army asserted that it remains
committed to safeguarding the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the nation. It said that all
nefarious designs will be responded with force. According to the Headquarters Integrated
Defence Staff, Pakistan also attempted to target military stations in Jammu, Pathankot,
Udhampur and locations near the International Border. However, the Indian Armed Forces
successfully neutralised the attack, and no loss of life has been reported. We spoke to defence
analyst, Lt. Gen Rajeev Chopra about the Pakistani firing.

In Punjab, Armed forces have thwarted multiple attempts by Pakistan to target some
locations including in Pathankot, Jalandhar, Amritsar and Bhatinda last night.

Meanwhile, in a special joint briefing yesterday, Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri
said that New Delhi's intention has not been to escalate matters, and only terrorist infratsructure
in Pakistan has been hit. He also stressed that the Pahalgam terror attack of 22nd April is the
original escalation and India is only responding to it.

In view of recent aggression from Pakistan side, authorities have ordered the closure of
airports in Kishangarh, Bhuntar, and Ludhiana. Earlier, flight operations had already been
suspended at several key airports across Rajasthan, Punjab, Jammu and Kashmir, Chandigarh,
and Himachal Pradesh as a precautionary measure to ensure civilian safety. Meanwhile, the Civil
Aviation Ministry has dismissed media reports claiming that airports across the country have been
closed, calling them incorrect.

NEW POPE ELECTED

American prelate Robert Francis Prevost has been elected the new Pope, becoming the
first American pontiff in the history of the Catholic Church. He will take the pontifical name of
Pope Leo XIV. Chicago-born 69 years old Prevost is a member of the Augustinian order and has
served in Peru. He was appointed Prefect of the Dicastery for Bishops and President of the
Pontifical Commission for Latin America by Pope Francis in 2023. Addressing the crowd from the
Vatican balcony, the new head of the Roman Catholic Church delivered a message of peace,
saying, 'Peace be with all of you.' The election, signified by white smoke from the Sistine Chapel
chimney, came after the conclave of 133 cardinals selected his successor. The conclave required
a two-thirds majority of 89 votes to elect a new Pope.
