IRELAND-BALOCHISTAN

The Irish government has expressed deep concern over the
increasing crackdown on civil society activists in Balochistan province of
Pakistan and reaffirmed its commitment to monitoring the human rights
situation in the region. In response to a parliamentary question, Ireland's
Minister for Foreign Affairs and Trade, Simon Harris, acknowledged the
recent arrests of prominent Baloch human rights advocates, including
Mahrang Baloch, Beebow Baloch, Gullzadi Baloch, Bebarg Baloch, and
Sibghatullah Shaji. In a written response, Mr Harris stated that the Irish
Embassy in Islamabad is actively tracking developments in the region and
is coordinating with the European Union delegation and other like-minded
partners to evaluate an appropriate diplomatic response. Highlighting



Ireland's steadfast stance on global human rights, Mr Harris emphasized
that fundamental civil liberties, such as freedom of expression, peaceful
protest, and political participation, are central pillars of Ireland’'s foreign
and trade policy. He said, the situation in Balochistan is deeply troubling
and Ireland remains committed to ensuring that fundamental rights are
respected globally.

International human rights organisations have repeatedly condemned
the increasing number of enforced disappearances and arbitrary detentions
in Balochistan, accusing the Pakistani of suppressing dissent and silencing
political activists through unlawful means.

FUR. REV. RAJNATH BHUJ VISIT

India has asked the International Monetary Fund to reconsider its
financial assistance to Pakistan. Defence Minister, Rajnath Singh,
has said that a large portion of the funds will be directed toward
supporting terror-related infrastructure within Pakistan.
Addressing the Air Warriors at Air Force Station Bhuj today, Mr.
Singh commended the Indian Air Force for its swift and decisive
action during Operation Sindoor, stating that it made all Indians
proud, both at home and abroad. Mr. Singh said that it took just 23
minutes for the Air Force to dismantle terrorist infrastructure being
harboured in Pakistan. He emphasized that the operation sent a strong
message against terrorism and showcased India’s military strength and
preparedness. The Defence Minister said that in Operation Sindoor, the
armed forces not only dominated the enemy but also succeeded in
decimating them. He added that the effective role played by the Indian
military during Operation Sindoor is being appreciated not only in India but
also abroad.

The Defence Minister said the Indian Air Force has not only
displayed exemplary courage but has also set new benchmarks for
India’s defence capabilities. He said the world has taken note of
the strength and precision of India’s air defence systems. Mr.
Singh said it is no small matter that our Air Force has the
capability to reach every corner of Pakistan, and this has been
proven during Operation Sindoor.

Smritivan in Bhuj, a memorial and museum built as a tribute to
those who lost their lives in the 2001 earthquake.
