REV. PM- TB MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has called for scaling up successful
strategies reaffirming India’'s commitment to eliminate Tuberculosis, TB
from India. He also lauded the significant progress made in early detection
and treatment of TB patients in 2024. The Prime Minister chaired a high-
level review meeting on the National TB Elimination Programme (NTEP) at
his residence yesterday. He also reviewed the recently concluded 100-Day
TB Mukt Bharat Abhiyaan covering high-focus districts. During the
campaign, 12.97 crore vulnerable individuals were screened and 7.19 lakh
TB cases were detected including 2.85 lakh asymptomatic cases. Over one
lakh new Ni-kshay Mitras joined the effort during the campaign, which has
been a model for Jan Bhagidari.

During the meeting, Prime Minister stressed the need to analyse the
trends of TB patients based on urban or rural areas and also based on their
occupations. He said that this will help identify groups that need early
testing and treatment, especially workers in construction, mining, textile
mills, and similar fields.

Prime Minister highlighted the importance of cleanliness through Jan
Bhagidari as a key step in eliminating TB. He urged efforts to personally
reach out to each patient to ensure they get proper treatment.

In the meeting, Prime Minister noted the encouraging findings of the
WHO Global TB Report 2024, which affirmed an 18 per cent reduction in
TB incidence, which has come down from 237 to 195 per lakh population
between 2015 and 2023. The report stated that 21 percent decline in TB
mortality and 85 percent treatment coverage has been witnessed, which
reflects the programme’s growing reach and effectiveness.

Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda, Principal Secretary to
Prime Minister and other senior officials were present in the meeting.

ECI EPIC NUMBERS

Election Commission has resolved a nearly 20 year old issue of similar
Electoral Photo Identity Card- EPIC numbers which got issued to genuine
electors due to similar series being used by different EROs since 2005. All
such electors have since been issued new EPIC cards with new numbers.
The resolution came in ECI's efforts to sanitize the electoral rolls and keep
them updated. The entire electoral database of over 99-crore electors was
searched by Chief Electoral Officers of all the states and Union Territories
and Electoral Registration Officers of all the Assembly constituencies and



polling stations across the country. During the field level verification, it was
found that holders of such similar EPIC numbers were genuine electors in
different assembly constituencies and different polling stations. The genesis
of the issue has been traced from 2005, when various States and Union
Territories were using Assembly Constituency-wise different alphanumeric
series in a decentralised manner.

COAL IMPORTS

Coal Imports during April 2024 to February 2025 dropped by 9.2
percent compared to the same period of the previous fiscal year. The
Ministry of Coal, in a statement said, during this period coal imports in the
country totalled to more than 220 million tonnes as compared to nearly
242 million tonnes in the same period of previous fiscal year. The Ministry
added that this reduction has resulted in foreign exchange savings of
approximately 6.93 billion dollars. The Ministry also stated that although
coal-based power generation grew by 2.87 percent from April 2024 to
February 2025 compared to the previous year, imports for blending by
thermal power plants sharply decreased by 38.8 percent.

At the opening ceremony, highly acclaimed Veteran American
actor, producer, and director, Robert De Niro received an honorary Palme
d'Or, 49 years after Taxi Driver won the festival’s top prize. Presented by
Leonardo DiCaprio, De Niro used his speech to criticize U.S. President
Donald Trump's proposed 100 per cent tariffs on foreign films.
