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DGMO BRIEFING
Director General of Military Operations of the Indian Army, Lieutenant
General Rajiv Ghai has said that strikes across nine terror hubs in Pakistan
and PoJK under Operation Sindoor killed over 100 terrorists. Briefing media
in New Delhi yesterday evening, the DGMO said they include high value
targets such as Yusuf Azhar, Abdul Malik Rauf and Mudasir Ahmed that
were involved in the hijack of IC814 and the Pulwama blast. He stated that
Operation Sindoor was conceptualised with a clear military aim to punish
the perpetrators and planners of terror and to destroy their terror
infrastructure.

Lieutenant General Rajiv Ghai said the DGMO of India and Pakistan
have decided to speak at 12 noon today to discuss the modalities that
would enable the longevity of this understanding. He stressed that Chief of
Army Staff, General Upendra Dwivedi has granted full authority to the



Army commanders for counteraction in case of any violation by Pakistan.

On being asked about how many Pakistani planes were downed,
Director General of Air Operations, Air Marshal AK Bharti said their planes
were prevented from entering inside the border and a few planes were
definitely downed.

Air Marshal AK Bharti informed that the targets were carefully
selected and the target systems that were given to the Indian Air Force
were the notorious training camps at Bahawalpur and Muridke. He showed
detailed missile impact videos at Muridke and Bahwalpur terror camps. He
said the objective was to target the terror infrastructure only.

DGMO Lieutenant General Rajiv Ghai said that Pakistan Army has
reported to have lost nearly 35 to 40 personnel in artillery and small arms
firing on the Line of Control between 7th and 10th May.

Director General Naval Operations Vice Admiral A N Pramod said that
our forces remained forward deployed in the Northern Arabian Sea in a
decisive and deterrent posture with full readiness and capacity to strike
select targets at sea and on land, including Karachi, at a time of choosing.
He added that the Indian Navy remains deployed at sea in a credible
deterrent posture to respond decisively to any inimical action by Pakistan.

Foreign investors pumped in over 14,000 crore rupees into the Indian
equities market so far in May, largely driven by favourable global cues.
According to the depositories data, Foreign Portfolio Investors, or FPIs,
made an investment of 14,167 crore rupees in equities till May 9. However,
FPIs took out 3,725 crore rupees from debt. This positive momentum in
Indian equities follows a net investment of 4,223 crore rupees in April,
marking the first inflow in three months. Prior to this, FPIs had pulled out
3,973 crore rupees in March, 34,574 crore rupees in February, and a
78,027 crore rupees in January.

US-IRAN TALKS

A fourth round of talks between the US and Iran over Tehran's nuclear
programme concluded in the Omani capital, Muscat, yesterday, with both
sides agreeing to meet again. US Middle East Envoy Steve Witkoff said the
discussions in Muscat were encouraging, while Iran's Foreign Minister Abbas
Araghchi described them as difficult but useful. The US has insisted that Iran
must scrap its uranium enrichment to prevent the country developing nuclear
weapons, but Tehran denies it has any such aim and again stressed it does
not intend to give up the programme.

Donald Trump pulled out of a previous nuclear agreement between Iran
and five other world powers in 2018. Two previous rounds of the negotiations
were held in Muscat with one taking place in the Omani embassy in Rome. A
senior US official said the latest discussions lasted more than three hours.
