EVE. IMD WEATHER

A Red alert has been issued for very heavy rainfall over Gujarat,
Konkan, Goa, Karnataka and Kerala for the next three days. India
Meteorological Department today said that a low-pressure area over
Eastcentral Arabian Sea off south Konkan-Goa is likely to move northward
and intensify further into a depression within the next 36 hours. Under the
influence of this system, heavy to very heavy rainfall accompanied with



lightning and gusty winds likely over these regions for the next 6 to 7 days.
Similar weather conditions are expected at isolated places over Madhya
Maharashtra, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Assam, Meghalaya,
Chhattisgarh, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Jharkhand, Kerala, Nagaland,
Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura, South Interior Karnataka and West Bengal
and Sikkim.

The weather department also said that isolated places over East
Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, North Interior Karnataka, Odisha, Sub
Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Uttar Pradesh and Vidarbha will
experience scattered rainfall accompanied by thunderstorm, lightning and
gusty winds for the next 2 to 3 days. Meanwhile, heatwave to severe heat
wave conditions are expected to prevail in isolated pockets of West
Rajasthan, Jammu, Punjab, Haryana Chandigarh, north Madhya Pradesh till
24th of this month.

India today reiterated its position that any India-Pakistan
engagement has to be bilateral. Briefing media in New Delhi this afternoon,
External Affairs Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said talks and terror
can not go together. He added that New Delhi is open to discussing the
handing over to India of noted terrorists whose list was provided to
Pakistan some years ago. He underlined that any bilateral discussion on
Jammu and Kashmir will only be on the vacation of illegally occupied Indian
territory by Pakistan. On the Indus Waters Treaty, the spokesperson said it
will remain in abeyance until Pakistan credibly and irrevocably abjures its
support for cross-border terrorism.

AMIT SHAH - YAMUNA

MANDAVIYA-LEAGUE

Union Sports Minister Mansukh Mandaviya today said that the Centre will
establish 13 new professional sports leagues this year to develop a league
culture across the country. These sports include yoga, cycling, basketball,
archery, and boxing, among others. Briefing the media at the Sports
Authority of India headquarters in New Delhi, the Union Sports Minister
also announced a revised grant for National Sports Federations to
strengthen India's sports ecosystem. The grant for national championships
in high-priority sports has increased to 90 lakh rupees from 51 lakh rupees,
while priority sports will receive 75 lakh rupees.

The Minister said that hosting international tournaments will now receive 2
crore rupees, double the previous amount. He added that the salaries of
chief national coaches will rise to 7.5 lakh rupees from 5 lakh rupees, and
other coaches will receive 3 lakh rupees, up from 2 lakh rupees.
